FACING LA IN 2007: This is the second of three regular season 
match-ups between the two teams this year, and the only regular 
season meeting at Pizza Hut Park.  Although, the clubs will battle 
each other on July 31 at Pizza Hut Park in a SuperLiga match.   
 
PRIMETIME  WIN: The 2-1 win on April 12 was Dallas’ first victory 
against LA at The Home Depot Center since the building opened 
in 2003.  It was also the first-ever ESPN Primetime Thursday 
broadcast.  FCD now holds a 1-8 record against LA at The Home 
Depot Center.   
 
STILL AT THE TOP:  With Colorado’s 2-1 loss at Toronto on June 
2, FCD missed out on a chance to extend their lead over the rest 
of the Western Conference by losing to Houston 2-1 the next day.  
FCD remains in first place in the conference with 16 points, with 
Colorado still one point behind.  (Colorado played Houston on 
Thursday 6/7)** 
 
HOME IS HARD TO FIND:  Through 11 games thus far, FCD has 
only played four games at home, compiling a 2-2 home record.  At 
this point in 2006, FCD had already played seven home games.  
Prior to the All-Star Game on July 19, Dallas will play only 7 of 18 
games at Pizza Hut Park.  The Hoops will finish the season 
playing 8 home games in their 12 MLS matches after the All-Star 
Game.   
 
TOUGH ROAD TRIP AHEAD:  Following the home game against 
LA, FCD will head out on the road for three straight road games.   
FC Dallas has compiled a 3-3-1 record on the road this season.  
The team is in the middle of playing seven of nine games on the 
road, which began with the KC game on May 12 – a 2-1 win.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

NATIONAL TEAMS CALLING: Three FCD players missed the 
June 3 loss at Houston due to national team duty. Ruiz remains 
unavailable for Saturday’s game versus LA.   

• Carlos Ruiz has joined the Guatemalan national team to 
participate in the CONCACAF Gold Cup.  Guatemala 
played the US on Thursday June 7.  Fish’s return to FCD 
is contingent on how far Guatemala advances. 

• Anthony Wallace joined the US U-20 team on May 30 for 
a camp taking place in Canada, playing 90 minutes in a 
4-1 win, adding the assist in the opening goal.   

• Chris Gbandi’s Liberian national team fell 2-1 to 
Cameroon in an African Nation’s Cup Qualifier on June 
3. Gbandi returned on June 7 is available against LA.  

 
NOTES FROM THE 6/3 LOSS AT HOUSTON:  

• The loss was the team’s fifth of the season, the 
record now standing at 5-5-1, 16 points.  

•       In the second season playing Houston, the Dynamo 
now have won all four meetings between the teams 
when playing as locals, including three wins in 2006. 
The teams meet again on June 30 at Pizza Hut Park 
– where last year FCD won once and tied once 
versus Houston. The winner of the regular season 
series between the two Texas teams will win “El 
Capitan”, the 19th century mountain howitzer 
cannon.   

•      Abe Thompson scored his first goal of the season. 
•      Left back David Wagenfuhr made his first 

appearance since being sidelined on April 15 with a 
concussion.  

•      Defender Clarence Goodson sustained a strained 
left hamstring in the 29th minute and was replaced 
by Bobby Rhine in the 31st minute. Rhine moved into 
the right back spot, and Drew Moor moved into 
Goodson’s center back position. Prior to today, 
Goodson had played the full 90 in the past seven 
games, and in 9 of the 10 games of the season.  

•      FC Dallas was whistled for 22 fouls, surpassing the 
previous season high of 21 (2-1 win at KC on May 
12). 

 
IMPORTANCE OF SCORING FIRST:  After scoring the first goal 
of the game against Houston last week, FCD gave up two goals in 
the second half, making it FCD’s first loss of the season after 
scoring first.  Dallas is now 5-1-1 when scoring first, and 0-4-0 
when surrendering the first goal of the game. Out of eleven games 
played, Dallas has surrendered more than one goal in only four 
games.

AND THEN THERE WERE THREE: Juan Toja, Drew Moor, and 
Clarence Goodson are the only three players to start each of the 
team’s eleven games.  Toja has played the full 90 in the last 10 
games, while… 
 
MOOR MINUTES THAN ANYONE:  Moor has started all eleven 
games this season and has gone the distance in each; making 
him the only FC Dallas player to play every minute of the 2007 
season.    
 
CAPTAIN FOR A DAY: FCD has used three different players as 
captains so far this year. Team Captain Carlos Ruiz is the regular 



captain, however the games he has not started, defender Chris 
Gbandi has worn the captain’s band (at KC, at CHI, and at CHV). 
Against Houston on 6/3 –with both Ruiz and Gbandi away with 
their respective national teams, midfielder Pablo Ricchetti was 
given the honor, in only his fifth game with the team. 
 
YELLOW CAREFUL: Ricchetti received his fourth yellow card of 
the season on 6/3 at HOU (in only five games). If he gets another 
one in any of the next three game in which he appears, he’ll be 
suspended for one game. If he plays in three consecutive games 
without receiving a yellow, he’ll have one card removed from his 
record.  
 
SHUTOUT STREAK CONTINUES: The team is still searching for 
its first shutout of the 2007 season. Since defeating Houston 1-0 
at Pizza Hut Park on Sept. 2, 2006, FCD has played 18 
consecutive regular season games without a clean sheet – a 
franchise record. FCD is tied with D.C. United for the longest such 
current streak.   
 
LINEUPS AND FORMATIONS:  Steve Morrow has not been a fan 
of ‘naming’ a particular formation to start the game, instead 
stressing the areas on the field that each player should cover. 
Even so, for the purpose of on paper formations used by fans and 
media, Morrow has used three different starting lineups: a 4-2-3-1, 
a 4-3-1-2, and a 4-3-3 formation - which debuted in the 2-1 win 
over RSL.  
 
CRUEL SUMMER:  The Hoops will play six MLS games in June, 
including four away from home.  The team will play seven games 
in July; comprised of two MLS matches, two friendlies, and three 
SuperLiga games.   
 
FCD DEPTH:  19 different players have started at least one game 
so far this year, and four additional players have been available as 
subs though have not played. Additionally, eight players have 
already scored at least one goal this year.  
 
KEEP AN EYE:  FC Dallas is 13-0-3 when Kenny Cooper scores 
a goal over his two seasons with the team, including 3-0-1 this 
year.  The last game in which Cooper scored was the May 17 win 
at Chicago.   
 
MINA OUT AFTER KNEE SURGERY: F Roberto Mina will be out 
indefinitely after undergoing surgery to repair a torn left anterior 
cruciate ligament (ACL).  
 
The 22-year old Mina was injured in the team’s final preseason 
game on March 31 versus Brazilian-club Atletico Paranaense at 
Pizza Hut Park. An MRI conducted on Monday, April 2 revealed 
that he had suffered a Grade 2-Plus MCL sprain.  
 
While rehabbing the torn MCL, Mina continued experiencing pain, 
therefore team doctors advised that he get a second MRI followed 
by a second opinion. The second MRI confirmed the original 
diagnoses, however due to the ongoing symptoms, the doctors 
decided that a scope was necessary to repair the damaged 
portion of the meniscus. This surgery was scheduled to occur on 
May 10 at a local Baylor facility.  
 
Mina and his representatives chose for him to have the surgery in 
Argentina, by the same doctor that operated on his right knee in 
2004.  
 
On Wed., May 23, Mina had a scope to remove the damaged 
portion of the medial meniscus. While operating, the doctors 
informed Mina and FC Dallas that his ACL was also torn, and 
subsequently operated on that ligament.  
 
 

Mina missed the second half of the 2006 regular season after 
undergoing surgery on July 12, 2006 to repair a tear in the same 
left medial meniscus. He returned in time for the 2006 playoffs but 
did not play in either playoff game. The last game he played in 
was on July 4, 2006 versus D.C. United.  
 
FINISHING LATE: Gbandi’s 82nd minute game-winner against 
Real Salt Lake on May 20 is the first FCD goal after the 80th 
minute this year – however, in 2006, FCD had six game-winning 
goals scored in the final 10 minutes. The six players to score  
game-winning goals after the 80th minute in the 2006 season for 
FC Dallas are:

Additionally, Alvarez scored Dallas’ first goal, an 83rd minute 
game-winner in the home leg against Tigres on July 19. FCD won 
that match 2-0. 
 
RESERVES ON BREAK: The FCD Reserves have not played 
since May 27, a 5-3 win at Chivas, and they won’t be back in 
action until July 15 at DC, nearly two months between games.

ONE GOES, ONE COMES BACK: The Galaxy will welcome Kyle Martino back to the lineup after the 26-year old midfielder missed Saturday night’s 0-0 
draw with D.C. United through suspension. Martino had started each of the first six games of the year for LA but was sent off in the 25th minute of the 1-0 
loss in Colorado on May 26 for a foul on Rapids’ forward Herculez Gomez. 
 
While Martino is back, the Galaxy will now be without forward Landon Donovan who joined up with the rest of the U.S. National Team on Monday for the 
CONCACAF Gold Cup. Donovan, who leads the Galaxy with two goals and five assists this season, did not play for the U.S. in their friendly against 
China on Saturday, but did join the National Team upon its return to Los Angeles on Sunday. 
 
Donovan has 88 caps with the National Team, is one of three players in U.S. history to have scored 30 career goals for his country. The 25-year old 
Galaxy captain, who is tied with Brian McBride for second in U.S. history with 30 goals, is just four goals behind the all-time leader, Eric Wynalda who 
had 34 goals in 106 appearances for the National Team. 
 
PAIR PLAYS FOR CANADA: The Galaxy are also still without defender Ante Jazic and midfielder Kevin Harmse. The duo each played all 90 minutes 
with the Canadian National Team in their friendly against Venezuela last Friday and were in Miami on Friday for their Gold Cup opener against Costa 
Rica at the Orange Bowl. The Canadians won that game 2-1 with Jazic playing all 90 minutes at left back for his 16th career cap, while Harmse came off 
the bench and played the final 18 minutes, after replacing Martin Nash, to collect his third career cap. 
 
The earliest that any of the Galaxy’s Gold Cup participants could be back with their club team would be ahead of the game against Real Salt Lake on 
June 17 if Canada or the U.S. is eliminated in group play. If either nation is eliminated in either the Quarterfinals or Semifinals, the trio could be back in 
the Galaxy lineup for the club’s match against Columbus on June 23. 
 
ALBRIGHT SIDELINED: The Galaxy will also be without defender Chris Albright who has been ruled out for the next 4-6 months after he suffered a torn 
right hamstring injury in the 1-1 draw with Chivas USA at The Home Depot Center on May 20. Albright was replaced by Nathan Sturgis in the 15th minute 
after landing awkwardly while trying to defend a corner kick. On May 24 he underwent surgery to repair the damaged hamstring, sidelining the 28-year 
old U.S. international for an extended period. 
 
WALKING WOUNDED: Albright was joined on the injured list this week by defender Ian Russell who will not play because of a right hamstring strain the 
he picked up late in Saturday’s draw with D.C. United and forward Nate Jaqua who is expected to be in uniform with the Galaxy on Saturday, despite 
undergoing minor surgery on his right wrist Thursday. Albright and Russell, along with fellow injury victims Gavin Glinton and Alan Gordon are all out this 
weekend with various injuries,  with all four remaining in California. However, Troy Roberts was upgraded to questionable, alongside Quavas Kirk, 
meaning that the pair, could be available to play in Dallas. 
 
All totaled, the Galaxy have lost 31 man games to injury through the first seven games this season, not including the additions of David Beckham and 
Abel Xavier, both of whom have been signed by the club but are not yet eligible to play for the Galaxy. 
 
VERIS DEBUTS: Galaxy defender made his 2007 debut on Saturday night, playing all 90 minutes alongside Tyrone Marshall in central defense in the 
Galaxy’s 0-0 draw with D.C. United. Veris had played in each of the Galaxy’s first three Reserve Division games, as well as the club’s friendly against 
Rangers, but was yet to appear in a first team game before Saturday. 
 
Now in his second season with the Galaxy, the former Ohio State star appeared in 10 games for LA last season, making eight stars, despite missing 
nearly two months with a knee injury. 
 
YALLOP CELEBRATES A YEAR IN CHARGE: On Thursday, Galaxy head coach Frank Yallop celebrated the one year anniversary of his hiring as the 
fifth head coach in club history. In his time with the Galaxy, Yallop, who was hired by the Galaxy to replace Steve Sampson on June 7, 2006, has 
compiled a 10-10-8 record in the regular season while also going 5-1 in the U.S. Open Cup. One of 15 coaches in MLS history to record 50 or more 
career victories, the former San Jose and Canadian National Team boss is fifth amongst active MLS coaches with 51 career wins. 
 
ELEVEN FOR ELEVEN: Between the Galaxy’s seven regular season contests and the two U.S. Open Cup games that the club has played this season, 
they have 11 goals in all competition. The one constant in all 11 of those goals is club captain Landon Donovan. The 25-year old forward has scored 
three times and assisted on the other eight goals, collecting two goals and five assists in the league and a goal and three assists in the Open Cup. 
 
Donovan’s five assists in MLS this season, place him in second place in the league this season. Only New England midfielder Steve Ralston has more 
assists this season than Donovan, having collected six in the Revolution’s 10 contests this year. 
 
THE HALF CENTURY MAN: With his one goal, two assist performance against Chivas USA on April 28, Galaxy captain Landon Donovan became the 
youngest player in MLS history to join the 50-50 club with more than 50 career regular season goals and assists. In 136 career games, Donovan now 
has 57 goals and 50 assists, making him the 11th player in league history to achieve such a feat. The 25-year old forward now has 25 goals and 21 
assists in 49 games since joining the Galaxy prior to the start of the 2005 campaign and is the second player to join the 50-50 club as a member of the 
Galaxy. Cobi Jones, who scored the goal on which Donovan collected his 50th assist, became the league’s third 50-50 man in 2001 and the first to do so 
with the Galaxy. Jones now has 67 goals and 86 assists and is L.A.’s all-time leader in both categories. 
 
NEW FACE IN THE GALAXY: Last month the Galaxy agreed to terms with Portuguese international defender Abel Xavier. The 34-year old defender, 
who can play both as a right back and a central defender, spent the last two seasons in the English Premier League with Middlesbrough, and has played 
in Germany, Holland, Italy, Portugal, Spain and Turkey during his 17-year professional career. Xavier is eligible to make his first team debut once the

LOS ANGELES GALAXY GAME NOTES – June 9, 2007 
 
RESERVE ROUNDUP: The Galaxy Reserves earned a 1-1 draw with D.C. United on Sunday morning at The Home Depot Center with Robbie Findley 
scoring the Galaxy’s only goal. Because of a rash of injuries that left the first team short a night earlier, the Galaxy were only able to start five contracted 
players while bringing two others of the bench. Two of those players, Kyle Martino and Robbie Findley, hooked up in the 25th minute to put LA in front 1-
0. However, that lead would last just a minute before Rod Dyachenko equalized for D.C. That would be the only goal that the Galaxy would allow as 
Lance Friesz and Steve Cronin combined to shutout United for the remainder of the match and earn a share of the points for the home side.  
 
The Galaxy Reserves are now 1-2-1 on the season and will be back in action on Sunday, July 8 when the Galaxy host the Kansas City Wizards 
Reserves at The Home Depot Center. 
 
FIRST TIME AROUND: FC Dallas won the first meeting of the year against the Galaxy, claiming a 2-1 win at The Home Depot Center on April 12. A 
Carlos Ruiz penalty kick and Kenny Cooper header gave FCD a 2-0 halftime advantage, a lead which they would hold until late in the contest when 
Robbie Findley headed home a Landon Donovan corner for his first career goal, making the score 2-1. But that’s as close as the Galaxy would get and 
FC Dallas held on for their first road victory over the Galaxy since the 1998 season. 
 
GALAXY VS. FC DALLAS: The Galaxy lead the all-time series against FC Dallas, compiling a 21-15-7 all-time regular season record against the 
Hoops. However, LA is 0-3-0 in regular season games at Pizza Hut Park and has not won a regular season game in Dallas since May 2004. The 
Galaxy’s only win ever at Pizza Hut Park came in 2005 when they defeated the New England Revolution 1-0 in extra time of the 2005 MLS Cup. 
 
GALAXY – FC DALLAS CONNECTIONS: Nathan Sturgis and Quavas Kirk of the Galaxy are both teammates of FCD’s Dax McCarty, Blake Wagner 
and Anthony Wallace with the U.S. Under-20 National Team. Rookie midfielder Josh Tudela won a pair of NCAA Championships alongside the Hoops’ 
Drew Moor at Indiana University. Dallas’ Arturo Alvarez won an MLS Cup in 2003 with the San Jose Earthquakes when Frank Yallop was the head 
coach there. Dallas also has a pair of players who won the MLS Cup with the Galaxy with forward Carlos Ruiz, the second leading scorer in Galaxy 
history having won the Cup in 2002 and midfielder Marcelo Saragosa winning the Cup with the Galaxy in 2005. 
 
THIS DAY IN GALAXY HISTORY: The Galaxy are 1-1-0 all-time in games played on June 9. On June 9, 1996, Eduardo Hurtado had a hat trick and 
Ante Razov scored his first and only goal in a Galaxy uniform in a 4-0 win over the MetroStars at Giants Stadium. With the win the Galaxy improved to 
10-0 on the season, with all but one of the wins coming in regulation, giving LA a league-best 28 points from an available 30. The result was not as good 
five years later when, despite a Sasha Victorine goal, the Galaxy fell 3-1 to San Jose at Spartan Stadium.

Those four teams will then head to Foxborough, Mass. to close out group play with matches at Gillette Stadium 
on Tuesday, June 12.
