LOS ANGELES GALAXY v CHIVAS USA 
THE HOME DEPOT CENTER, Carson, Calif. 

7 p.m. PT (ESPN2) 
Aug. 23, 2007 (WEEK 21) MLS Game #132 
 
The Los Angeles Galaxy and Chivas USA meet in the third Super Clasíco this season, and this one will take on added 
intrigue, as it’s the first time David Beckham will in uniform as the Home Depot Center rivals meet. For Beckham, as 
well as Landon Donovan and Jonathan Bornstein, it will also be at the end of a remarkable journey; the three are due to 
play for their countries in Europe on Wednesday evening before winging back across the Atlantic and the whole of the 
North American continent. The clubs are separated by 16 points in the Western Conference, Chivas USA having won 
three of their last four, while the Galaxy are on a three-game league losing run.

• This is the third of four Super Clasícos between The Home Depot Center denizens this season, the second of 
two as a Galaxy home game. The league season series will conclude Sept. 13, a Chivas home game. The 
Galaxy won the first meeting this year (their home game), before they played to a 1-1 draw in Chivas USA’s 
first home game. 

• A year ago, after losing to Chivas USA for the first time ever, the Galaxy came back to claim the season series 
for the second season the Home Depot Center rivals have faced off. In 2005, Chivas USA’s expansion year, 
the Galaxy won all four league meetings, allowing just one goal in the process. 

• The lone Chivas victory in the series came last June 8, when the rojiblancos were technically the visitors. But 
since Ante Razov’s second goal in that game, Chivas went 311 minutes without a goal against their ground-
share partners until this season’s first game. 

• The teams have met outside of The Home Depot Center once, on Aug. 10, 2005 at the Los Angeles Memorial 
Coliseum before 88,816 as part of a Club América-CD Guadalajara doubleheader – the second-largest crowd 
ever to see an MLS regular season game.

• On April 28, as the home team, the Galaxy got off to a magical start after a 16-day league layoff, scoring twice 
in the opening 17 minutes as Landon Donovan and Kevin Harmse found the back of the net. Claudio Suarez’s 
deflection in the 63rd minute pulled Chivas back to within a goal, but 15 minutes later a quick break by 
Donovan before setting up Cobi Jones sealed the victory. 

• On May 20, the clubs played to a 1-1 draw at The Home Depot Center. Brad Guzan saved Chivas early after 
Landon Donovan got free behind the Chivas defense, and he would be called upon again later. But it was 
Chivas who took the lead in the 35th minute when a neat Ante Razov pass out of midfield sent Maykel Galindo 
in alone on goal, and he coolly rounded Joe Cannon before sliding home a shot for his fourth goal of the 
season. 
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• Shortly after the break, the Galaxy pulled level. A cross came in from the left and it was headed away by 
Claudio Suarez -- but only as far as Donovan, standing on the edge of the area. He settled and drove a low 
shot inside the left-hand post past an unsighted Guzan. 

• In stoppage time, a Santino Quaranta chip found Kyle Martino, and he headed the ball on to the back post, 
where Donovan came in seemingly certain to once again give the Galaxy a win against their in-stadium rivals. 
But Guzan quickly came off his line to block the effort with his legs. Chivas USA has won just one of the 10 
league meetings between the teams; Guzan's stop secured just the second draw.

LOS ANGELES GALAXY 
The Los Angeles Galaxy scored a league season-high four goals and took part in one of the great MLS games all-time, 
but still suffered a third consecutive defeat, falling 5-4 to the New York Red Bulls on Saturday evening at a packed 
Giants Stadium. The Galaxy now have 14 points from 16 matches, fifth place in the Western Conference, still 12 points 
behind the Columbus Crew who currently hold the last available place in the MLS Cup Playoffs. 
LAST MATCH 

• The Galaxy were heading back on the road after a quick trip home to win their SuperLiga semifinal against D.C. 
United, though they were winless in four games and held without a goal in their last three. The Red Bulls were 
coming off their first game in nearly three weeks, a 3-0 rout of Toronto FC. 

• Before a crowd of 66,237, the eighth-largest crowd in MLS annals, the game got off to an amazing start, with 
three goals in the opening eight minutes. Juan Pablo Angel opened the scoring for the Red Bulls after just four 
minutes, sending a free kick from just outside the box under the wall as it jumped into the air in unison, Galaxy 
'keeper Joe Cannon just unable to keep it out at his right-hand post. 

• But two set-piece services from David Beckham within three minutes put the Galaxy in front. In the sixth minute, 
he drove in a corner from the left and Carlos Pavon got up at the near post to send home a snap header for his 
first MLS goal. Then in the eighth minute, the pair teamed up again. Beckham whipped in a free kick from the 
right side and Pavon laid out for a diving header beyond the far post. 

• The Red Bulls leveled the game in first-half stoppage time. Dane Richards got around the corner on the left and 
sent in a cross that was deflected, falling in the center of the area. Clint Mathis came on and sent a piledriver of 
a volley into the back of the net. 

• Mathis then took his turn on center stage four minutes after the restart. From a perfect ball he sent over the 
Galaxy back line, Jozy Altidore raced onto it and lashed a low shot past Cannon to give New York the lead. 
Then, the 17-year-old sensation played his part, doubling the Red Bulls lead when he skipped around a pair of 
LA defenders in the area and pulled back a low shot across his body that nestled inside the left-hand post. 

• Yet the Galaxy weren't done, and there was still time for more stars to shine. Almost straight from the kickoff, 
Landon Donovan took the ball, skated through nearly the entire Red Bulls defense and ripped a low shot from 
the right side of the area inside the far post. And in the 82nd minute they pulled level. Beckham hooked in 
another corner, Kyle Veris saw his header crash off the face of the crossbar, but Edson Buddle was there to 
poke home the rebound from inside the six. 

• There was one final coda, and it came from Mathis, Angel and the Red Bulls. Mathis hammered a drive from 
outside the area that Cannon did well to stop with a dive to his left. But he couldn't hold the rebound, and Angel 
followed up, hooking home the rebound from a near impossible angle on the right for his 12th goal on the year 
and the late winner. 

• Galaxy head coach Frank Yallop made three changes to the team that played to a scoreless draw against the 
New England Revolution the previous weekend. David Beckham and Kyle Martino came into the midfield for 
the injured Quavas Kirk and Peter Vagenas, while Alan Gordon started up top for Edson Buddle.

• “It was a great game – obviously, a bit diappointed to not get the win after getting back in the game tying it at 
four. I’m proud of my team and the way they performed,” Yallop said. “We had a lot of different guys play at the 
back and I felt they tried their best to get something out of the game. We just didn’t manage it tonight.” 

TEAM NEWS 
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• The injury to Ante Jazic after just the opening quarter-hour had a number of effects, not least of which that 
David Beckham played the entire match. 

• “Kevin Harmse had to drop back into the back and David had to play 90 minutes. We hadn’t planned on that, 
but it was a huge part of our ability,” Yallop said. “Once David gets fully healthy and him and Landon continue 
to work together, you will see some good stuff from both those guys. David was outstanding tonight.” 

• While the Galaxy had picked up a huge win at midweek, defeating D.C. United 2-0 to reach the Aug. 29 
SuperLiga final against Mexico’s Pachuca, they still failed to pick up points in the league, seeing their winless 
stretch in league play reach five games. 

• “If anybody can understand the schedule we have just had, it shows that at times we can’t maintain the type of 
pressure and the type of play we would like to for 90 minutes. It's nobody's fault, it is out there and we have to 
deal with it,” said Yallop. 

• On the heels of the heavy travel – a week-long Eastern Conference road trip, followed by the trip back home for 
the SuperLiga match, followed by a trip back across the country for the Red Bulls match, Beckham and 
Donovan now will come into the Chivas game following a trip to Europe for friendlies with their respective 
national teams on Wednesday. 

• “I think David came through well, he was sore at the end. Whether he’s ready to play the game on Thursday 
against Chivas will depend on what he does with the England squad. The same with Landon, both of those 
guys want to come back and be a part of our team. It shows their determination and their will to play for us,” 
said Yallop. 

• In his sixth league appearance with the Galaxy, his third as a starter, Carlos Pavon scored his first two MLS 
goals (he had scored a goal in the Galaxy’s 6-5 win against FC Dallas in SuperLiga). 

• "I dedicate today’s goals to my family and my wife, and to everyone who has supported me. The game was 
good and bad at the same time because the goals were worthless, it’s a shame because the team was playing 
really well and we lost the game in the last minutes," Pavon said. 

• Still, in the last two games that Beckham has played, the Galaxy have scored six goals, and Beckham has 
been a part of five of them. 

• “I think that when I can put a ball in a position where a player is, then I’ll do it. And lucky tonight, Carlos was in 
the right position twice and we could have had a couple more,” Beckham said. “The other day with Landon, 
when you’ve got players that can play and understand the game like that it makes it fun to play with them.” 

• Since Beckham has come into the team, the Galaxy have scored 15 goals in eight goals in all competitions, 
and have hit for six on one occasion and five on another. 

• “I think it’s about confidence. When new players come to the team, it can go one way or the other and it’s gone 
the way I hoped it would. I think tonight we’re a little disappointed because we lost the game but there’s a lot 
we can take from the game because we showed a lot of character tonight. To go one-nil down, then 2-1 up, 
then 2-2 and down 4-2, then come back, it’s a learning curve. Sometimes you’ve just got to accept that you’re 
only going to get a point tonight, but we’ve got the mentality that we want more and I don’t see that as a bad 
thing I see it as a good thing. It might be bad when you don’t end up with a point but on the other side we’ve got 
a team that wants to win and that’s a positive.” 

 
CHIVAS USA 
Chivas USA continued their good form away from home, concluding a three-game road swing over a month with a 2-0 
victory against Toronto FC on Saturday afternoon at BMO Field. Chivas now have 30 points from 18 matches, still 
sitting in third place in the Western Conference, but more importantly, well situated in sixth place in the MLS overall 
table. 
LAST MATCH 

• Chivas USA were coming off a three-week break, still playing their five away game in their last six. Toronto FC 
were riding a six-game winless streak and hadn't scored a goal in more than 6-1/2 hours, reaching near-record 
proportions. 

• TFC came close on a couple of occasions to ending their goal drought, but it was Chivas who took the lead in 
the 56th minute. An inch-perfect ball from behind the center line by Jesse Marsch found Maykel Galindo in 
stride behind the Toronto defense, and from the left side of the area he ripped home a rising blast inside the 
near post for his eighth goal. 

• Two minutes from the end, another tremendous long pass sealed TFC's fate. This time it was the newly 
acquired Ramon Nunez who unlocked the Reds with his long ball, finding Paulo Nagamura on the left flank. 
Nagamura controlled and rolled a perfect pass to Sacha Kljestan, who strolled in to side-foot home from close 
range. 

• Toronto has now gone 552 minutes without a goal, and are on the verge of breaking the MLS record for scoring 
futility set by Real Salt Lake (557 minutes) in 2005. For Chivas USA, it was their second road win in their last 
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three games away from home, after just one in their first eight this year, and their third overall this season after 
recording just four in their first two years. 

• Chivas USA head coach Preki made three changes to the team that lost 3-2 to the Kansas City Wizards on 
July 29. Jason Hernandez came into central defense for the suspended Claudio Suarez, while Orlando Perez 
came in at left back as Jonathan Bornstein moved forward and Francisco Mendoza went to the bench, and 
Maykel Galindo came back into the first XI for Laurent Merlin.

• “I thought we played really good, especially in the second half we were disciplined for most part of the game, 
they are hard to play against,” Preki said. “We didn’t give them too many good looks and I thought we deserved 
to win today.” 

TEAM NEWS 
• The win in Toronto gave Chivas two wins in three games on their four-game road swing, though their final road 

game will be on familiar surroundings. Chivas returns to Carson to play as the away team against stadium-
mates Los Angeles Galaxy, then remain at the Home Depot Center to face Real Salt Lake on Sunday. 

• “The thing is we had a great performance and a great result, but now we can’t be taking it too high, losing our 
mentality and all that kind of stuff," Preki said. "We have to be ready for Thursday -- we know we have a tough 
customer in the Galaxy, a team that is going to give us problems, and then we know we have Salt Lake on 
Sunday. So we have a long week ahead of us and hopefully the men in our locker room will enjoy the win 
tonight and starting tomorrow will be thinking about the game against the Galaxy.” 

• Galindo now has eight goals to lead Chivas USA in his first season with the club, more than half the way to 
Ante Razov’s club record of 14 set a year ago, With his two seasons played with the USL First Division (second 
tier) Seattle Sounders, Galindo is not eligible for the league’s rookie of the year award. 

• “No, I’ve never really set a goal for myself in terms of number of goals. Right now my goal is to do well in my 
first year in Major League Soccer and not see me as the Cuban guy that deserted but rather as a guy that’s 
doing well in Major League Soccer right now,” Galindo said. 

• While it took Chivas USA a while to overcome their lack of live game action after the long break, they started to 
turn it around late in the first half and then got the goals they needed after the break. 

• “We need to keep our mentality right in training. The past couple of weeks we’ve been working really hard 
trying to instill this mentality in the team that any where we go we can win and we’ll just take care of every 
team,” Jonathan Bornstein said. “So we’ve got to keep that up and within the next week before the Galaxy 
game we’ve got to prepare ourselves and get ready to play them in another good stadium with a big crowd.” 

• On Wednesday, Bornstein – last year’s MLS Rookie of the Year – will be one of just three Major League 
Soccer players in Bob Bradley’s U.S. team for its friendly against Sweden in Goteborg. Just like the Galaxy’s 
Landon Donovan (and David Beckham, who is in England’s team for a Wednesday friendly against Germany), 
Bornstein will fly back from Sweden on Thursday morning in time to join up with his team for the SuperClasíco.

GALAXY TO PLAY FOR SUPERLIGA TITLE: The Galaxy advanced to the final of the inaugural SuperLiga on Wednesday with a 2-0 win over D.C. 
United in front of 17,223 at The Home Depot Center. David Beckham, wearing the captain’s armband, made his first start in a Galaxy uniform and 
enthralled the crowd by scoring the Galaxy’s opening goal and providing the assist on the club’s second. 
 
Beckham opened the scoring in the 27th minute, striking a trademark freekick past United goalkeeper Troy Perkins from 30 yards out to set the Galaxy 
on their way to the win. The score would stay that way until early in the second half when a through ball from Beckham found Landon Donovan in space 
in the right-center channel. Donovan was closed down by a pair of D.C. defenders but was able to get off a right-footed shot that beat Perkins to double 
the LA lead. That would be the end of the scoring on the night as Joe Cannon made the lead hold up, making a season-high seven saves, giving him a 
SuperLiga best 26 so far in the tournament. Cannon’s clean sheet was his first of the tournament, and just the fourth of the entire tournament. 
 
LA will now meet Mexican side Pachuca in the tournament final, which will be played at The Home Depot Center at 7 p.m. (PT) on Wednesday, August 
29. These same two sides met to open the tournament on July 24, with the Galaxy pulling out a 2-1 win behind goals from Alan Gordon and Landon 
Donovan. 
 
DONOVAN MOVES TO THE TOP: With his goal in the 47th minute of the 2-0 win over D.C. on Wednesday, Galaxy forward Landon Donovan moved to 
the top of the SuperLiga scoring charts with four goals to go along with his tournament-best four assists. The 25-year old has scored in all four of the 
Galaxy’s SuperLiga games this season. In LA’s first match against Pachuca, Donovan recorded a goal and an assist to help lead LA to a 2-1 win. 
 
Donovan had entered the semifinals tied for the tournament’s scoring lead along with Alan Gordon and FC Dallas midfielder Arturo Alvarez, with all three 
scoring three times in group play. However, Alvarez’s side was knocked out of the tournament in the group phase and Gordon was suspended for the 
semifinal because of yellow card accumulation, allowing Donovan to claim the top spot all for himself.  
 
DONOVAN REACHES DOUBLE DIGITS: Galaxy forward Landon Donovan became the first Galaxy player to reach double figures in goals this season, 
striking his 10th goal in all competition on Saturday against New York. Donovan’s second half strike was his team-leading fifth of the regular season. The 
25-year old forward also leads the Galaxy with four goals this season in SuperLiga and is tied for the team lead with one in the Open Cup. For his 
career, Donovan has 44 goals in a Galaxy uniform in all official competitions, which include the MLS regular season, MLS postseason, CONCACAF 
Champions Cup, Lamar Hunt U.S Open Cup and SuperLiga. Donovan’s 44 goals place him in a tie with Mauricio Cienfuegos for third place in club 
history in all-time goals.  
 
PAVON AND BECKHAM OPEN MLS ACCOUNTS: Carlos Pavon collected the first two goals of his MLS career on Saturday, scoring in the 6th and 8th 
minutes of the 5-4 loss at Giants Stadium. Both of those goals were assisted by David Beckham, giving him the first assists of his MLS career. Both 
players had previously gotten on the scoresheet in SuperLiga games, but this was the first time that each had recorded either a goal or an assist in a 
regular season match. 
 
BECKHAM WEARS THE ARMBAND: David Beckham became the fifth Galaxy player to don the captain’s armband for the Galaxy this season, serving 
as the club’s captain in each of the last two games. Beckham joins Landon Donovan, Cobi Jones, Chris Albright and Abel Xavier as the only players to 
have served as club captain this season. Donovan has served as the Galaxy’s captain all season, while Jones was given the honor when Donovan was 
away on international duty or on the bench. Albright was briefly the Galaxy captain on May 8 in a U.S. Open Cup Play-In Game against New York, taking 
the armband after Jones was sent off in the 54th minute and wearing it until Donovan came off the bench ten minutes later. Xavier rounds out the list of 
players who have served as the Galaxy captain this season, taking the honor for the first half of the U.S. Open Cup match against Richmond before 
passing the armband back to Donovan when he entered the match at halftime. 
 
INJURIES CONTINUE TO MOUNT: The Galaxy lost defender Ante Jazic to a right ankle injury on Saturday night, as he was forced to leave in the 17th 
minute of the loss in New York with what was originally diagnosed as a right ankle sprain. With Jazic’s injury, the Galaxy’s injury report now consists of 
nine of the 25 players on the club’s roster. Chris Albright, Kelly Gray and Jazic are all out for Thursday’s game, while David Beckham, Cobi Jones, 
Quavas Kirk, Troy Roberts, Kyle Veris and Abel Xavier are carrying injuries but could be called upon to play a part against Chivas USA. 
 
This season the Galaxy have lost 140 man games to injury in all competitions, with six players missing 10 games or more through injury already this 
season. 
 
A HEAVY SCHEDULE: The Galaxy’s schedule has picked up significantly over the last month and a half as the club has played 13 games since the 
start of July. Of those 13 games, six were in the league, while four were in SuperLiga, two were in the World Series of Football and one was in the U.S. 
Open Cup. Additionally, the Galaxy have an additional three league games and the SuperLiga final between Thursday’s game and September 1 when 
they host Real Salt Lake. That means that from July 1-September 1, Frank Yallop’s squad will have played 17 games in a 61 day stretch for an average 
of one game every three and a half days. 
 
That is a far cry from the first three months of the season when LA played 13 games from the start of the season on April 7 until the start of July. In that 
three month stretch, the Galaxy played 10 league games, two U.S. Open Cup games and a friendly against Scottish Premier League leaders Rangers 
FC. That span was more than 80 days, meaning that LA was playing on average one game a week, compared to the pace of two games a week that 
they are currently playing. 
 
HARMSE SAFE FROM SUSPENSION: Galaxy midfielder Kevin Harmse is no longer on the brink of suspension after playing his third consecutive game 
without being booked on Saturday. Harmse was on official warning after picking up four cautions in his first seven regular season games with the 
Galaxy. However, after not being booked in the road matches against D.C. United, New England or New York, Harmse has now had one caution 
expunged from his record. If the 22-year old Canadian international picks up two more bookings this season, he will be forced to serve a one-game 
suspension.

TWO FROM THE TOP FOUR: With a team-leading five goals and six assists this season, Galaxy captain Landon Donovan is now just one goal and two 
assists from moving into the top four in club history in each category. Right now Donovan finds himself in fifth place in each category, one goals behind 
Eduardo Hurtado and two assists behind Ezra Hendrickson for fourth place in each category. Donovan joins Mauricio Cienfuegos and Cobi Jones as the 
only LA players to rank in the top five in each statistical category in club history. 
 
HOME ON THE ROAD IN AUGUST: Since moving to The Home Depot Center in 2003, the Galaxy have become accustomed to heading on the road in 
late July/early August. This year, the club will play in Carson just twice (8/15 vs. DC and 8/23 vs. Chivas USA) from July 24 until August 26, playing eight 
games away from home in that time.  
 
RESERVES CANCELLED AGAIN: For the second time this month, the Galaxy have had a Reserve Division game cancelled as last weekend’s 
scheduled match between the Galaxy and Red Bulls reserves was been postponed. Three weeks ago the Galaxy’s game against the Toronto FC 
reserves was cancelled, a match that will now be made up in October when Toronto comes to Te Home Depot Center. No make up date has been 
decided for the game against New York.  
 
The Galaxy Reserves, who have not played since July 8 against Kansas City, currently sit in 10th place in the MLS Reserve Division with a 1-3-1 record 
through their first five games. They are scheduled to be back in action in two weeks time against the Real Salt Lake Reserves at The Home Depot 
Center on Sunday, Sept. 2. 
  
GALAXY GOING DOWN UNDER: Last month it was announced that the Galaxy would be traveling to Australia in November to take on 2005 Hyundai 
A-League Grand Final champion Sydney FC, who is led by former Galaxy forward Michael Enfield. The match will be played at the Telstra Stadium in 
Sydney on November 27 and will be the Galaxy’s first-ever visit to Australia. 
 
GALAXY VS. CHIVAS USA: The Galaxy lead the all-time regular season series over Chivas USA, collecting a 7-1-2 record against their in-stadium 
rivals since the start of the 2005 season. LA won all four meeting s with Chivas USA that season, while also knocking Chivas out of the U.S. Open Cup. 
Last year the Galaxy retained the Honda SuperClasico by compiling a 2-1-1 record against Chivas USA. LA has continued its dominance over its rivals, 
collecting a win and a draw in the first two meetings between the two sides so far this season. A win on Thursday will give the Galaxy their third straight 
Honda SuperClasico title while a draw or a loss will see the series decidedin their final meeting on September 13. 
 
between the Red Bulls and Galaxy is tied, with each side collecting matching 12-12-3 records.  However, the Galaxy have not had much success at 
Giants Stadium as of late, having not won a game their since 2000, going 0-6-1 in their last seven visits to New York.

CHIVAS USA ‘VISITS’ LA GALAXY IN THIRD HONDA SUPER CLÁSICO OF 2007 SEASON 
 

Chivas USA (9-6-3, 30 pts) returns to The Home Depot Center after being on the road for five of their last six league 
matches, to face intra-city rival LA Galaxy (3-8-5, 14 pts) in the third edition of Honda Super Clásico 2007 (TV: ESPN2; 
Radio: KTNQ 1020 AM; Pregame shows start @ 6:30 p.m. PT on ESPN2 and KTNQ). Chivas USA will be ‘visiting’ the LA 
Galaxy for this match, adding another road game to Chivas’ record. After this anticipated game Chivas USA returns home to 
face Real Salt Lake, on Sunday, August 26 at 6:00 p.m. PT at The Home Depot Center.  

PREKI MAKES HIS MARK: Chivas USA's new manager Preki, one of the most exciting attacking players in the history 
of Major League Soccer (with 79 goals and 112 assists in 242 regular-season games), is currently 9-6-3 (W-L-T) in the first 
regular season of his MLS head coaching career. The Serbian-born Preki – who played for Everton of the English Premier 
League and Portsmouth of the English First Division, as well as the Kansas City Wizards and Miami Fusion of Major League 
Soccer and the Tacoma Stars of the MISL, among other teams, before retiring from playing at the remarkable age of 42 as 
MLS’s only two-time MVP – is one of eight former MLS players currently serving as head coaches in the league. The other 
seven are: Mo Johnston (Toronto FC), Curt Onalfo (Kansas City), Jason Kreis (Real Salt Lake), Steve Morrow (FC Dallas), 
Dominic Kinnear (Houston Dynamo), Frank Yallop (Los Angeles Galaxy) and Tom Soehn (D.C. United).   

BORNSTEIN RETURNS HOME FROM U.S. NATIONAL TEAM: Jonathan Bornstein returns home Thursday after 
being called to the U.S. National Team for a friendly against Sweden on August 22. Bornstein, who was part of the 19-man 
roster compiled by Bob Bradley, and was one of only four MLS players called to this game against Sweden, is expected to 
arrive at Los Angeles International Airport at approximately 12 noon PT on gameday.  
 
CLAUDIO SUÁREZ RETURNS TO THE FIELD: After missing the last road game for Chivas USA against Toronto FC 
due to yellow card accumulation, Chivas USA captain Claudio Suárez returns to the field prepared for the game against LA 
Galaxy. Suárez is the captain for the Red and White and this is his second year as an MLS player. Known as 'El Emperador' 
('The Emperor'), the longtime Mexican national team captain is one of the world leaders in international appearances, having 
represented 'El Tri' on 178 occasions, including at the 1994 and 1998 World Cups. He was also a member of Mexico's 2006 
World Cup squad.  
 
SUPER CLÁSICO 2007 OVERVIEW: The Super Clásico has been a tradition, not unlike Chivas Guadalajara’s rivalry 
with Club America in Mexico. Since The Home Depot Center is home to both LA Galaxy and Chivas USA, strong emotions 
are felt on game days against each other which commenced this Los Angeles rivalry. In the past two editions of this Super 
Clásico of this season Chivas USA lost lo LA Galaxy 3-1 on a game which took place on April 28. In the second Super 
Clásico, played on May 20th Chivas USA and LA Galaxy both tied at 1-1. 
 
CHIVAS USA HOSTS REAL SALT LAKE: After being on the road for five of the past six league games Chivas USA 
returns to the Home Depot Center this Sunday, August 26 to host Real Salt Lake. The last time these two teams faced each 
other was on April 21 at the Home Depot Center, where Chivas USA defeated Real Salt Lake with a 4-0 result. In that game 2 
out of 4 goals were done by Maykel Galindo, which marked his first goals as an MLS player and as member of Chivas USA.

This goal is Galindo’s 8th of the 2007 season and makes him 
lead scorer for the Red and White.  

CHIVAS USA VICTORIOUS IN EXHIBITION GAME VS. NPSL: On August 11, Chivas USA, with a squad featuring 
first-team players and trialists and members of the Chivas USA U-19’s, played an exhibition game against an all star team 
made up of players from the National Premier Soccer League at Cosumnes River College in Sacramento, California. The 
Red-And-White won the game with a result of 5-1 over the NPSL, with goals from Anthony Hamilton; from Chris Cortez 
with an assist from John Cunliffe; a third goal made again by Cortez with an assist from Laurent Merlin and Cortez making 
his third goal of the game with an assist by Jorge Flores. The fifth and final goal was made by Gerson Mayen (Guest Player) 
with an assist by David Arvizu. By the end of the first half, Chivas USA was winning the match with a 3-0. The starting line 
up was as follows: Justin Myers, Oscar García, Desmond Brooks, Claudio Suárez, Jorge Flores, Orlando Pérez, Rodrigo 
López, John Cunliffe, Laurent Merlin, Anthony Hamilton, Chris Cortez. 

MARSCH WELCOMES HEALTHY BABY BOY: Chivas USA midfielder Jesse Marsch welcomed his third child to the 
world, Lennon Ramone Marsch, on August 3. Lennon, the younger brother of son Emerson and daughter Maddux is the third 
child of Jesse and Kim Marsch. The proud father is an MLS original and an integral part of the Chivas USA starting lineup.  

GALINDO SHINES: In a season of star forwards in MLS, unheralded Cuban marksman Maykel Galindo has emerged as 
one of MLS's top offseason signings, and is currently Chivas USA's scoring leader with eight goals. After scoring his first 
two MLS goals in Chivas USA's 4-0 win on April 21 over Real Salt Lake (including a goal in the 28th second of the match, 
the fastest goal in Chivas USA history and the 6th-fastest in MLS history) Galindo was named MLS's Player of the Week for 
Week 3. He also earned MLS Goal of the Week honors for his 20-yard strike against New England on June 30 at The Home 
Depot Center. Galindo received international attention when, on July 12, 2005, while playing for the Cuban National Team at 
the 2005 CONCACAF Gold Cup in Seattle, he left his team hotel and sought political asylum in the U.S., one day after 
scoring Cuba's only goal in a 3-1 loss to Costa Rica at Seattle's Qwest Field.  
 
FLORES CONTINUES TO IMPRESS: On July 25, Chivas USA announced that Sueño MLS Winner Jorge Flores, the 17-
year-old native of Anaheim, California, who earlier this year earned a spot on Chivas USA’s Under-19 Team via a nationally 
televised open tryout, has signed his first professional contract with the Red-and-White.

SUÁREZ NAMED TO MLS LATIN AMERICAN ADVISORY BOARD: On June 16, Major League Soccer announced 
the formation of the MLS Latin American Advisory Board (LAAB), a diverse cross-section of individuals from the Latin 
American community committed to the growth of MLS and the sport in the United States. The board, which represents MLS’ 
“continued dedication to the Latin American community,” held their first meeting at last week’s Sierra Mist MLS All-Star 
Game in Denver, Colorado. The members of the LAAB vary from former World Cup players, coaches, media personalities 
and prominent members of the Latin American business landscape, who together form a diverse membership of key figures 
from the nation’s Latin American community. The members of the LAAB range from former World Cup Star Teófilo 
Cubillas, Univision TV personality Fernando Fiore and Chivas USA player and Mexican legend Claudio Suárez. 
 
BORNSTEIN IS CHIVAS USA’S FIRST ALL-STAR STARTER: After being named Gatorade MLS Rookie of the Year 
in 2006 and making his U.S. National Team debut earlier this year – including appearances at the CONCACAF Gold Cup 
and Copa América – Chivas USA defender Jonathan Bornstein became the first Chivas USA player to participate in the MLS 
All-Star Game last Thursday, July 19, when he started at left back in a three-man backline, playing 90 minutes, in the MLS 
All-Stars’ 2-0 win over Celtic FC of Scotland at Dick’s Sporting Goods Park in Commerce City, Colorado. The First XI 
voting, in which Bornstein finished seventh overall, were determined by online fan balloting comprising 25 percent of the 
total vote, with MLS coaches and GMs (25 percent), media (25 percent) and players (25 percent) accounting for the 
remainder.  



 
TRIO COMPETES IN COPA AMÉRICA: Three of Chivas USA's promising young players returned to Southern 
California after representing the United States in the Copa America in Venezuela: Defender Jonathan Bornstein, midfielder 
Sacha Kljestan and goalkeeper Brad Guzan. Bornstein went the full 90 minutes in the United States' first two group matches, 
a 4-1 loss to Argentina on June 28 and a 3-1 loss to Paraguay on July 2. Kljestan, meanwhile, started against Paraguay, 
playing 80 minutes, and then started Thursday in the Americans' final group match versus Colombia. Guzan, who previously 
had played just one game for the U.S. National Team, started against Colombia, saving a 37th-minute penalty kick by 
Colombian forward Hugo Rodallega.  
 
BORNSTEIN, GUZAN GOLD CUP CHAMPIONS: Defender Jonathan Bornstein and goalkeeper Brad Guzan earned 
champion's medals following the United States' 2-1 win over Mexico Sunday in the 2007 CONCACAF Gold Cup final. 
Bornstein, a native of Los Alamitos, California, played all 90 minutes of the final match after being named by manager Bob 
Bradley to the team's 23-man roster for the tournament, having made his U.S. National Team debut in January, going the full 
90 and scoring in the U.S.'s 3-1 win over Denmark at The Home Depot Center. Chivas USA goalkeeper Brad Guzan, on the 
other hand, trained and played with Chivas USA during the tournament, as the squad's third goalkeeper, behind Tim Howard 
or Kasey Keller. The 2007 CONCACAF Gold Cup was held June 6-24 in six cities across the United States. 
 
MERLIN LOOKS TO WORK MAGIC: On April 12, Chivas USA announced the signing of French forward Laurent 
Merlin as a Youth International player. Merlin, 22, a native of Marseille, France, and former French Under-19 international, 
joins Chivas USA after being 'identified' by the Los Angeles Galaxy in a widely publicized open tryout held in February at 
The Home Depot Center. He formerly played for French First Division clubs Olympique de Marseille and Ajaccio of 
Corsica. Merlin has been training with the Red-and White since March 3. Originally signed to a Developmental Contract, 
Merlin was officially added to Chivas USA's Senior Roster on June 15. 
 
CHIVATOUR FRAZEE KICKS OFF IN CALIFORNIA: Chivas USA's Presenting Sponsor, Frazee Paints, kicked off 
'ChivaTour Frazee' this past Wednesday August 8, a multi-city event hosted by presenting sponsor Frazee Paints. From 
August 8 to October 15, local Frazee stores will feature appearances by players, ChivaGirls, and the ChivaPatrol street team 
along with autograph and photograph sessions, opportunities to win prizes from Chivas USA and Frazee Paint, and fun 
family oriented activities. 
 
PLAYERS ENJOY CHARITY TOURNAMENT: Chivas USA players set aside soccer balls and cleats in favor of clubs 
and links for one day, all for a good cause. Chivas USA held the Fundación Chivas de Corazon USA's Inaugural Golf 
Tournament on Monday, August 6, as players, staff and fans shot 18 holes of golf at The Montebello Country Club. The 
tournament sold out as 144 golfers participated, Chivas USA senior manager of community affairs Alicia Mendoza said. All 
proceeds will benefit the club's foundation, which helps needy and impoverished families among other ventures, Mendoza 
said. 
 
CHIVAS USA U-19'S FINISH STRONG IN MEXICO: Chivas USA's U-19 team capped off a six-day tour of Mexico on 
June 23 with a 5-4 win over Tecos UAG. On the first day of the trip, Chivas USA's U-19 Team fell 6-3 to the Segunda 
División side of sister team Club Deportivo Guadalajara. Sueño MLS Winner Jorge Flores scored two goals for the Chivas 
USA U-19's, but it was not enough as the MLS side gave up six goals to their Mexican counterparts. On the June 21, Forward 
Chris Cortez scored a second-half equalizer for the Red-and-White on an assist from Flores to claim a draw for the visitors 
against the older and more experienced Atlas side, which plays in Mexico's Primera 'A', or second tier. In the third match, 
Chivas USA and Chivas San Rafael tied 0-0. In the June 23 win over Tecos, Chivas came from behind against an older and 
more experienced squad, made up of players from Tecos' Segunda División and Primera 'A' teams.

COMEX GROUP AND CHIVAS USA SIGN LANDMARK MLS JERSEY SPONSORSHIP: In a marriage of two 
powerful Mexican brands, Club Deportivo Chivas USA, Major League Soccer's Mexican-owned, Los Angeles-based club, 
and Comex Group, Mexico's leading paint company and a worldwide leader, have teamed up in a landmark multiyear, 
multimillion-dollar agreement by which Comex becomes Chivas USA's exclusive jersey-front sponsor. Under the terms of 
the multifaceted partnership, which is believed to be the second-highest in Major League Soccer, Chivas USA's jerseys will 
be emblazoned with the Comex logo, while Comex's Frazee Paint brand becomes Chivas USA's first ever Presenting 
Sponsor. The new-look Chivas USA jerseys emblazoned with the Comex logo made their historic debut in the second half on 
Chivas USA's Honda Super Clásico vs. Los Angeles Galaxy on May 20 at The Home Depot Center. The away version of the 
jersey debuted in Chivas USA's match at Chicago on June 9. 
 
RAMÓN RAMÍREZ ANNOUNCES RETIREMENT: Legendary Mexican midfielder Ramón Ramírez, Chivas USA's 
original captain and the fourth most capped player in Mexican National Team history, on May 26 officially announced the 
end of his storied playing career. The announcement was made by Ramírez before national and international media in a press 
conference at The Home Depot Center prior to Chivas USA's match against FC Dallas, alongside Chivas USA President and 
Co-Owner Antonio Cué and Club Deportivo Guadalajara's Vice President of Soccer, Néstor de la Torre. A series of farewell 
matches for the 37-year-old Ramírez – who played professionally in Mexico for Santos Laguna, Chivas de Guadalajara and 
Tigres UANL and in the United States for Chivas USA – will be announced in the coming months. Ramírez maintains his 
residence in Southern California, and will continue to play an active role in soccer in the United States, as a grassroots 
ambassador for Major League Soccer and Soccer United Marketing.
