Toronto FC finally make their return to their adoring throng at BMO Field, playing host to Real Salt Lake in their 
home opener. The Reds won on the road for just the second time in club history last weekend, getting a late goal 
against the LA Galaxy for their win on the season. Real Salt Lake also won for the first time in 2008 last weekend, 
a resounding defeat of D.C. United at their Rice-Eccles Stadium home.

TORONTO FC 
Toronto FC won for the first time in 2008 – and just the second time on the road in club history – getting a late game-
winner to knock off the Los Angeles Galaxy 3-2 at The Home Depot Center on Sunday afternoon. TFC now has three 
points from three matches on the season. 
LAST MATCH 

• The LA Galaxy were home for the second of four matches in a row after winning for the first time the week 
before against San Jose. Toronto FC were concluding a three-game road swing to open the campaign, after 
losses in Columbus and at D.C. United. 

• Danny Dichio put TFC into the lead in the 42nd minute. Amado Guevara looped the ball into the Galaxy penalty 
area, and after a missed clearance, Dichio turned and drove the ball inside the far post. 

• But it took barely a minute for the Galaxy to respond. Chris Klein picked out Landon Donovan with a long pass, 
he juked around a TFC defender and hit a low drive past TFC 'keeper Greg Sutton for the equalizer. 

• Yet the Reds moved back in front again in the 53rd minute. Laurent Robert hit a piledriver of a freekick directly 
on goal that Galaxy 'keeper Steve Cronin could only parry, and Jarrod Smith was quickest to the rebound and 
headed home. 

• It took just five minutes for the Galaxy to respond again. This time a cross was played in from the right and 
Marco Velez slipped and fell while trying to clear, and referee Alex Prus ruled the TFC defender handled the 
ball as he fell on the ball. Donovan drove the ball past Sutton to level terms again. 

• But two minutes from the end Toronto FC took a lead they did not give up. A long ball from Robert was claimed 
by Jeff Cunningham in a one-on-one battle with Galaxy defender Greg Vanney, and the veteran striker ripped a 
low drive from outside the area that found the back of the net and gave TFC the win. 

• Toronto FC boss John Carver made two changes to the team that lost 4-1 to D.C. United the previous 
weekend. Amado Guevara made his TFC debut the day after joining the team, in place of the suspended Kevin 
Harmse, and Jarrod Smith made his first MLS start, in place of Jeff Cunningham.

• “I thought the conditions on both sides — attitude and application — was fantastic. I think it was quick and 
energetic game. There were quite a few chances,” Carver said. “I think it was a game of two halves. LA created 
some great chances in the first half. The second half we controlled the game better. We passed the ball better. 
I’m absolutely delighted to get the winner." 

TEAM NEWS 
• After the two season-opening losses in Columbus and D.C., Carver said he spent extra time working of the 

club’s defensive shape. While they were beaten twice by Landon Donovan – who also missed a few quality 
chances – TFC held out for the victory. 

• "Other the game last week against D.C., we’ve defended very well. Against Columbus, their second goal came 
when we were pushing. After the D.C. performance, we were very disappointed and spent the whole week 
working with the back four,” he said. “We’re now trying to do something and I think you can see that. Things 
don’t happen overnight. We looked better organized. We’ve added quality to the team. We let in two goals, but 
one was a penalty, so in open play we only conceded one, and I’m happy with that.” 

• A week after adding former French international Laurent Robert to the side, Toronto signed Honduras 
international and former MLS MVP Amado Guevara in the week leading up to the Galaxy match. He joined the 
club on Friday and played the entire match in a central midfield role, setting up the opening goal. 

• "You see what you get. It’s all about talent and quality. We said it last week and the week before. We needed to 
add quality it the right area. And, we got that. The quality of Guevara you see if for yourself," Carver said. 

• Carver is still trying to work out the best attacking tandem. In the opening match, he partnered Collin Samuel 
with Jeff Cunningham, then paired Cunningham with Danny Dichio in the second match. He started Dichio with 
Jarrod Smith against LA, with Cunningham on the bench, as Samuel was also released. Cunningham came on 
25 minutes from the end and contributed the winner. 

• “I thought it was about time we made a change,” said Carver. “Danny Dichio worked his socks off out there on 
his own and I thought it was time to put some fresh legs in." 

• New Zealand international defender Andrew Boyens was also released by the club to start the week. “We’re 
looking to improve the squad and bring players in to take us to the next level. If we’re adding players who will 
raise the standard, changes have to be made because you can only keep so many players,” Carver said. 
“Andrew has been fantastic, great guy, great attitude but we have to keep improving.” 

• It was just the second road triumph in TFC club history. The only previous victory away from BMO Field came 
July 4 of last year – against Saturday’s opponent, Real Salt Lake. 

• “We celebrated the win, but it’s back to business now,” Carver said. “They have to learn that once you win you 
have to continue to win. You have to get straight back to business because it’s easy for young players to get 
carried away with themselves and to start thinking that all they have to do is turn up on the field and they’ll win 
the game, or because they’re at home it’s an automatic win. We’ve got to make sure we don’t have that 
mentality. We don’t take things for granted, and the only way we will win the game is to keep working hard and 
prepare well like we did last week.”  

 
REAL SALT LAKE 
Real Salt Lake jumped out to an early lead and cruised from there, defeating D.C. United 4-0 at home on Saturday 
evening for their first victory on the season. RSL have four points from three matches on the season, tied for third place 
in the Western Conference, one point adrift of FC Dallas and two points behind the Colorado Rapids. 
LAST MATCH 

• Real Salt Lake were returning home after opening the season with a draw and a loss, while D.C. United were 
looking to behind them the disappointment of elimination from the CONCACAF Champions' Cup despite a 
home victory at midweek against Mexico's Pachuca CF. 

• But within 20 minutes RSL had jumped out to a two-goal lead. In the 12th minute, Kyle Beckerman ripped a low 
shot from just outside the area after racing up the middle unmarked to collect a return pass, beating United 
goalkeeper Jose Carvallo. 

• Then in the 19th minute, a long ball was looped into the penalty area from midfield, and Fabian Espindola 
corraled it on the bounce before banging a volley from an angle off Carvallo and into the goal. 

• Real put the game away with two late goals. Beckerman scored his second 12 minutes from the end when 
Findley laid back a ball at the top of the box and the RSL midfielder lashed it home inside the right-hand post. 
Then in the 87th minute, Findley took advantage of a weak header aimed back for Carvallo, popping it over the 
'keeper and into the empty net. 

• RSL head coach Jason Kreis made two changes to the team that lost 3-1 on the road to Chivas USA the 
weekend before. Nathan Sturgis came into the midfield, in place of Carey Talley, and Fabian Espindola made 
the start up top, in place of Robbie Findley.

• “I would never have predicted a 4-0 scoreline against D.C. United. I think we were fortunate with some of the 
goals and, as I have said, I think you know when we score the goals it makes us look better because obviously 
you win games,” Kreis said. “For me the soccer wasn’t quite as good as I thought it has been the last two 
games on our side. So scoring the goals obviously makes things look brighter, but I think there are some things 
to take away from tonight’s game as well.” 

TEAM NEWS 
• One of the biggest changes involved reworking the RSL midfield. Nate Sturgis made his season debut in a 

holding midfield role and Kyle Beckerman moved to the left side of midfield. After scoring seven goals to lead 
the Colorado Rapids in 2006, he scored three combined with Colorado and RSL last season, but hit for the 
brace against United. 

• “For me, he’s your typical box-to-box midfielder.  He’s a guy that has the fitness, and the ability, the mentality to 
play over the entire field and get back into our box and defend and get into their box to attack, and today he did 
it in a way that was different than last week. Last week he was getting into the box and into the front line almost 
ahead our forwards; he was in there way too early,” said Kreis. “So today it was nice to see him come into 
plays late; that second goal was picture-perfect, what we want from him. We want him to be arriving into the 
box for balls way back and for him to be able to strike it, and so I think he took the message right on cue this 
week.” 

• Said Chris Wingert, to the Deseret Morning News: "If you have guys that can hold, which we do, I like to put 
them in a more attacking position. He might not be the crafty, traditional No. 10, but he's a goal scorer and he's 
proved that. The guy scores goals when he has chances, and he makes those chances by all the running he 
does." 

• In addition, Dema Kovalenko was given the start for the second consecutive week – though there was some 
question of his fitness. He contributed two assists. 

• “We were quite unsure whether he was going to be able to play tonight” because of back spasms, Kreis said. 
“He put in a tremendous effort and those two passes were certainly special.” 

• RSL was feeling a bit snake-bit after their opening two matches of the season, and despite the two-goal lead 
before the match was 20 minutes old, they nearly allowed United to come back into the game. 

• “Especially in the first half, I think we were a little unsure how to play with a lead, and I think we just dropped off 
slowly and we allowed them to just come at us, come at us, and come at us. Probably we were fortunate we 
didn’t give them one before halftime because I think that could’ve been crucial against us, and so going forward 
we’ll have some more tactical talks about how we need to handle that situation,” Kreis said. “In the second half 
I thought that was much, much better.” 

• Said goalkeeper Nick Rimando: “It’s always good getting that first victory. You get a tie and a loss and now 
you’re fighting to get three points. We knew we had to play well in front of our fans and play well for us because 
we believed in ourselves and we knew that we were the better team in those two games and tonight we proved 
it to ourselves.”

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RSL REWIND, PART II: Real Salt Lake turned in a 
historic performance its last time out, as opportunistic 
finishing and a stout defensive effort led RSL to a 4-0 
drubbing of defending Supporters Shield holder D.C. 
United in front of 13,193 fans last Saturday at Rice-Eccles 
Stadium … As part of the victory, in which MF Kyle 
Beckerman notched a brace and strikers Fabian Espindola 
and Robbie Findley added a their first goals of the 
campaign, RSL equaled or bested a pair of club records 
for largest margin of victory and most goals scored in a 
regular season contest: 
 
- Largest margin of victory – 4 goals (previous record 3 
goals on 3 occasions; last on 8/06/06 @ COL) 
- Most goals scored – 4 goals (tied record set on 8/06/06 
@ COL) 
 
BECKERMAN BRACES FOR MORE: Last Saturday’s 
4-0 win over D.C. United featured a pair of outstanding 
goals from Kyle Beckerman, giving the midfielder the first 
multi-goal game of his now 166-game MLS career … The 
dreadlocked dynamo also saw his 12th minute tally stand 
up as the game-winner in the contest, giving Beckerman 
just his 2nd career game-winner among his now 15 goals in 
League play … The brace marked the 10th two-goal 
performance in team history and broke RSL’s span of 20 
games without a multi-goal scorer – the last occasion also 
coming against United when FW Robbie Findley struck 
twice to give RSL a 2-1 win in his debut for the squad on 
June 23, 2007 … The brace now puts Beckerman in a 10-
way tie for 3rd place on the MLS Budweiser Golden Boot 
list, just one behind Kenny Cooper (FC Dallas) and 
Landon Donovan (LA Galaxy) …  
 
DEMA DOUBLES UP, TOO: Not too be outshined was 
the performance of MF Dema Kovalenko, who doled out 
helpers on RSL’s first two tallies last Saturday against D.C. 
United … Kovalenko’s duel assist effort was the fourth of 
his career (last on 6/15/05 w/ DC v. CHI) and just the fifth 
in RSL’s history (last by Jeff Cunningham on 7/26/06 v. 
CHV) … Dema’s double assist effort also put him tied atop 
the MLS assist chart early in the ’08 campaign alongside 
eight other players …  
 
STURGIS STARTS: After gaining some valuable 
experience with the U.S. U-23 squad during CONCACAF 
Olympic Qualifying last month, RSL MF Nathan Sturgis got 
his first chance of the season to prove his worth for RSL 
last Saturday against D.C. United, and the reviews were 
nothing but solid for the 20-year-old Clemson product … 
Sturgis got his first start and minutes of 2008 MLS 
campaign and put in a sturdy 90 minutes, helping to stifle 
D.C.’s vaunted attack from his defensive midfield position 
during the 4-0 triumph … Since joining RSL last July, 
Sturgis has made six appearances with the squad, all as a 
member of the starting XI, with a late-season injury forcing 
him to sit out two months during the squad’s final third of 
last year’s campaign …  
 
 

 
RSL’S TFC TIES… JUST JEFF: Only one player from 
either Real Salt Lake or Toronto FC has suited up for the 
opposing side, and there’s no doubt that TFC FW Jeff 
Cunningham will not forget or be forgotten any time soon … 
The explosive Cunningham suited up in 38 games for RSL 
from 2006-07 while notching club records in both goals (19) 
and assists (11, since broken by Andy Williams – 12), with 
his 16G/11A performance in 2006 earning Cunningham an 
MLS MVP finalist nod … RSL shipped Cunningham to the 
Reds last May 22 in exchange for FW Alecko Eskandarian, a 
first round ’08 SuperDraft pick and allocation money …  
 
BECKERMAN A ROAD WARRIOR: There’s something 
about an opposing crowd that might bring out the best in 
RSL MF Kyle Beckerman, who rises to the occasion away 
from his home venue … Before his Rice-Eccles brace last 
weekend, each of the RSL version of “Becks” last seven 
goals had come on the road, as have 10 of his now 15 
career regular season goals … 
 
BELTRAN BREAKS THROUGH: The first of Real Salt 
Lake’s six rostered rookies for 2008 made his official MLS 
debut last weekend, as D/M Tony Beltran came on in the 
83rd minute of RSL’s 4-0 win over D.C. United in place of Ian 
Joy to log his first seven minutes of first-team action … The 
20-year-old former UCLA Bruin saw his first official action for 
RSL the weekend before, when he played all 90 minutes for 
the RSL Reserves at Chivas USA … RSL made Beltran the 
club’s top draft pick in last January’s 2008 MLS SuperDraft, 
taking the Claremont, CA native with the 3rd overall pick …  
 
NIMO IN PORTUGAL WITH U-20’s: Another member 
of RSL’s six-pack of rookies, MF Alex Nimo, is away from 
his RSL teammates for the next week, as the 17-year-old is 
representing the U.S. Under-20 MNT at the Campos Verdes 
International Tournament in Portugal from April 13-19 
…Nimo started and played the full 90 minutes in the USA’s 
first match of the tournament, a 3-1 loss to the Cape Verde 
Islands on Tuesday … Nimo did not see the field 
Wednesday in the USA’s second contest, a 3-0 victory over 
Northern Ireland that will set up a chance for the Stars-and-
Stripes to win its group when it takes on host Portugal on 
Friday …  This marks the second appearance in a 
prestigious international tournament in 2008 for the 17-year-
old Nimo, who also featured prominently for the U-20’s at the 
2008 Copa Chivas tournament in Guadalajara in January ….  
  
18 MAN ROSTER 3-FOR-3: Continuity has not been a 
trait associated with Real Salt Lake during its first three 
seasons, but Head Coach Jason Kreis showed some early 
consistency in this 2008 season by penciling in the same 18-
man roster for its first three contests … The same 14 players 
saw the field in each of the squad’s first two contests – with 
three flip-flopping starting and bench roles between the 
Chicago and Chivas USA games – while a 15th different 
player, D/M Nathan Sturgis got his first turn of the season in 
the starting line-up last Saturday against D.C. United and a 
16th player, D/M Tony Beltran, earned his first minutes of the 
season off the bench in the 4-0 win last Saturday … 
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BUILDING ON ’07 FINISH:  After enduring a rough 2-
11-6 start to the 2007 season that included numerous 
roster moves, the revamped squad came together over the 
last third of the season, playing competitive soccer down 
the stretch to finish 4-4-3 (15 pts.) in its last 11 games … 
RSL has maintained that .500 clip over the first three 
games of the ’08 season, with the Utah side looking to 
earn more than 5 points out of its first six matches for the 
first time in club history, a feat that could be accomplished 
with a win on Saturday in Toronto …  
 
20/28 VISION: Real Salt Lake’s roster overhaul since 
the beginning of last season has been impossible to miss, 
but even the final results are a bit surprising, as 20 of the 
28 players on the 2008 roster were not members of the 
squad at the beginning of the 2007 campaign …  
 
DEBUT DOZEN: Twelve of those 20 players were 
acquired in this past offseason, with five coming to the 
squad via signings or loans from other clubs, six via the 
MLS SuperDraft or Supplemental Draft, and one by trade:

MF Alex Nimo MLS SuperDraft (17th overall/2nd Rd.) 
FW Tino Nunez MLS Supp. Draft (17th overall/2nd Rd.) 
DF Jamison Olave Loan from Deportivo Cali (COL) 
MF Kevin Reiman MLS Supp. Draft (31st overall/3rd Rd.) 
MF Brennan Tennelle MLS SuperDraft (37th overall/3rd Rd.) 

In addition, eight more players on RSL’s squad were

WELCOME TO THE WASATCH… Four RSL players 
made their debut on March 29 vs. Chicago, as MLS 
veterans Dema Kovalenko (21 minutes, 1 shot (on goal), 
1 foul committed/1 suffered) and Nat Borchers (90 
minutes, 1 foul committed, dominating presence in the 
box) were RSL debutants … Salt Lake’s Scottish 
connection appeared in MLS games for the first time, as 
Ian Joy (90 minutes, 1 foul committed, 1 yellow card) and 
Kenny “Dr. Goals” Deuchar (17 minutes, 1 foul 
committed/1 suffered) also donned the Claret Red, Cobalt 
Blue and Real Gold for the first time … Last week’s match 
at Chivas USA saw Deuchar and Kovalenko with 
additional firsts with their new club, the duo both making 
their first appearance in the team’s starting XI and 
Deuchar scoring with a 57th minute header … 
 
 
 
 
 

 
WELCOME TO THE WASATCH, PART II:  A slew of 
RSL debutants took part in the RSL Reserves’ season-
opening 1-1 draw at Chivas USA … Argentine signing MF 
Matias Cordoba and Colombian DF Jamison Olave made 
their club debuts in the RSL Reserves starting XI along with 
rookies DF Tony Beltran, DF David Horst, MF Kevin 
Reiman, and MF Alex Nimo, while two more rookies – MF 
Brennan Tennelle and FW Tiño Nunez – made their pro 
debuts off the bench for the reserves…  
 
AND THEN THERE WERE THREE:  All these moves 
have left just three players from RSL’s Inaugural Season of 
2005 on the club’s 2008 roster – DF Nik Besagno, MF 
Kenny Cutler, and MF Andy Williams … The holdovers 
from RSL’s “Class of 2006” is even slimmer, as MF Carey 
Talley joins those three as the only other player to suit up for 
the club prior to the 2007 campaign …  
 
OVERHAUL NOT JUST FOR ROSTER:  The only 
turnover more complete than RSL’s roster has been to its 
Technical Staff, as three of the team’s four coaches and it’s 
General Manager are all starting their first full season with 
RSL … Head Coach Jason Kreis now has a full preseason 
under his belt with the squad and is looking to improve on 
the 6-13-7 record he compiled in 2007 after retiring on May 
3rd to take over the coaching reigns from John Ellinger … 
Two of Kreis’ assistants – Jeff Cassar and Robin Fraser – 
joined RSL midway through last season, with Brian 
Johnson remaining the only holdover from the previous 
coaching regime … GM Garth Lagerwey is also beginning 
his first full campaign with the side, this after joining the 
squad last September … The RSL braintrust has the 
distinction of being the only Technical Staff in MLS that all 
have playing experience in the League, with all but Johnson 
entering the League during its Inaugural Season in 1996 
(Johnson entered one season later in 1997) …  
 
INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN:  There seemed to be a 
method to the RSL Technical Staff’s madness in forming this 
year’s roster, as each of the club’s six non-draftee additions 
have club experience away from the United States … RSL 
was able to lure Americans defender Nat Borchers back to 
MLS from the Norwegian Tippeligaen, while American-born 
and Scottish-bred DF Ian Joy decided to leave the German 
2nd Bundesliga to return to the land of his birth … RSL 
certainly didn’t forget about talent rich South America, as the 
club brought in Argentine MF Matias Cordoba and 
Colombian DF Jamison Olave, while another Scottish link 
was brought into the side with the signing of FW Kenny 
Deuchar … MF Dema Kovalenko is a 10-year MLS 
veteran, but he has also spent time overseas during brief 
stints in his native Ukraine and Germany … And this list 
doesn’t include the Argentine trio of FW Fabian Espíndola, 
DF Matias Mantilla and MF Javier Morales that were 
added to the squad last August …  
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THE NOT-AS-YOUNG BUT STILL RESTLESS: One 
thing is for sure – the 2008 edition of Real Salt Lake will 
not be as green behind the ears as last year’s side … After 
bringing in a ton of young talent in-season during the ’07 
campaign – including Robbie Findley, Nathan Sturgis, 
Fabian Espíndola, and Yura Movsisyan, just to name a 
few – the RSL Technical Staff chose to fill in the roster with 
more proven commodities this past offseason with the 
additions of Nat Borchers (26), Kenny Deuchar (27), Ian 
Joy (26), Dema Kovalenko (30) and Jamison Olave (26) 
… Even with these additions, Real Salt Lake entered the 
season as the second youngest team in MLS, with an 
average age of 24 years and 227 days (as of 3/29/08) (FC 
Dallas was youngest at 23y, 357d) … The elder statesman 
of this year’s team is 31-year-old Carey Talley, while 17-
year-old Alex Nimo replaces Nik Besagno (20) as the 
youngest member of the squad. 
 
“DR. GOALS” MAKES FIRST HOUSE CALL: It took 
only 74 minutes for FW Kenny Deuchar to make his first 
“house call” for Real Salt Lake, as the Scottish striker put 
home a header in the 57th minute of a 3-1 defeat at Chivas 
USA on April 5, to record his first goal in MLS play … The 
marker for the man known as “Dr. Goals” came just two 
minutes after RSL had fallen behind 2-0, as Deuchar rose 
high eight yards from goal to nod home MF Javier 
Morales’s perfectly taken free kick from the left flank … 
The match at Chivas USA also marked Deuchar’s first 
start in League play for RSL, this after the towering target 
forward made his MLS and RSL debut a week earlier with 
a 17-minute substitute stint against Chicago …  
 
MORE FROM MORALES: After struggling in the assist 
department last season, Real Salt Lake got an 
encouraging sign on April 5 at Chivas USA, when MF 
Javier Morales registered the squad’s first helper of the 
season with his free kick service on FW Kenny Deuchar’s 
57th minute header … The Argentine playmaker now has 3 
assists in an RSL uniform in 10 games (611 minutes of 
play) since joining the squad last August … 
 
NEW AMERICAN KOVALENKO HITS #200:  While 
Kenny Deuchar’s wait to get to America might have 
seemed long thanks to his visa issues over the last month, 
it paled in comparison to MF Dema Kovalenko’s lengthy 
journey to become a U.S. citizen – a 17-year goal-in-the-
making that was realized when he was sworn in during a 
ceremony in his adopted hometown of Chicago on March 
17th … The 10-year MLS vet Kovalenko took a few less 
years to reach an MLS landmark a couple of weeks ago, 
as the midfielder became the 44th player in League history 
to see the field in 200 regular season contests with his 
placement in the starting XI on April 5 at Chivas USA …   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
PLENTY TO REPLACE: Real Salt Lake’s roster additions 
will have plenty of chances to make their collective mark, as 
the team saw nearly half of its goals and assists and nearly 
60% of its minutes fail to return to the ’08 roster … Players 
that are on this season’s edition of RSL accounted for 52% 
last season’s goals (16 of 31), 55% of last season’s assists 
(11 of 20), and 42% of minutes played …  
 
RSL TRIO HELPS USA BECOME BEIJING BOUND:  
A trio of RSL youngsters – FW Robbie Findley, GK Chris 
Seitz, and M/D Nathan Sturgis – returned to Salt Lake City 
on Monday after helping the U.S. Under-23 Men’s National 
Team qualify for the 2008 Summer Olympic Games during 
the CONCACAF region’s qualifying tournament over the last 
two weeks … Findley saw time in all five of the USA’s 
contests in the competition, including three starting nods, 
while Seitz allowed just one goal in during his three starts 
and Nathan Sturgis featured at both center and left back 
during his four appearances (all starts) … The trio will hope 
that steady play for RSL over the course of the first half of 
the MLS season will pay off with a spot on the USA roster 
that will head to Beijing for the Summer Games, which begin 
August 8th …  
 
WILLIAMS LEADS THE WAY: No matter what the 
statistical category in RSL’s record book, it’s almost a sure 
bet that MF Andy Williams is the squad’s active leader… 
Now entering his fourth season with the squad, “Bomma” is 
the team’s active leader in games played (82), starts (60), 
minutes (5,444), goals (8), assists (12), shots (107), shots on 
goal (41), fouls committed (105), fouls suffered (164), corner
