A vital intraconference matchup is ahead at BMO Field when Toronto FC play host to the Los Angeles Galaxy on 
Saturday afternoon. Both teams will be missing key performers to World Cup qualifying, as TFC playmaker Amado 
Guevara and Galaxy leading scorer Landon Donovan will face off the same day in the USA-Honduras match in Chicago. 
TFC still sit in a tie for second in the Eastern Conference despite two losses in their last three games, while the Galaxy 
have played to a remarkable nine ties on the season, including five in a row.

• Toronto FC have won the last two meetings between the teams, claiming both matches in the series a year ago. 
• The teams played to a scoreless draw in Ontario in their first-ever meeting, then TFC took a 2-0 victory at home 

last year. The teams have split their two lifetime meetings at The Home Depot Center. 
• When the teams first met, it was the first MLS game with David Beckham on the LA Galaxy roster (he did not 

play). They played to a scoreless draw -- for TFC, the fourth game in their 10-match run without a goal in 
setting an all-time MLS goalless record. Beckham missed out on the LA visit to BMO Field last year to 
international duty.

TORONTO FC 
Toronto FC lost for the second time in three weeks, the Houston Dynamo hitting for three goals in a six-minute burst for 
a 3-0 victory Saturday at Robertson Stadium. TFC has 16 points from 12 matches, sitting in a three-way tie for second 
place in the Eastern Conference with the Kansas City Wizards and D.C. United, five points behind the Chicago Fire. 
LAST MATCH 

• Dwayne De Rosario was returning to south Texas for the first time since the offseason trade that took him to 
his hometown of Toronto, where TFC had risen into contention in the East. The Dynamo hadn't lost since April 
4, conceding just two goals over their past six games. 

• The home-standing Orange put the game away early, all from their bread-and-butter. In the 19th minute, from a 
free kick outside the right corner of the penalty kick, Brad Davis fired the ball under the TFC wall as it jumped in 
unison, and it flew inside the left post for his second goal. 

• Three minutes later, Brian Ching swung in a low cross from the right flank and Kei Kamara turned it inside the 
back post with a side-foot volley.

• Then two minutes after that, on a freekick outside the box on the left, Davis rolled the ball back and Stuart 
Holden lashed a rising drive off the inside of the left post and into the goal. For Davis, it was his sixth 
consecutive game with an assist, two shy of the MLS record. 

• TFC head coach Chris Cummins made one change to the team that came for a 3-1 victory against the New 
England Revolution at home. Marco Velez came back in at center back, with Danny Dichio going to the 
substitutes’ bench for a reconfigured lineup.

• “We had a really, really poor couple minutes where they scored goals, but after that, they just sat back,” 
Cummins said. “We are disappointed. We didn’t play particularly well today, and I thought Houston did.” 

TEAM NEWS 
• After a run of four consecutive games without defeat, Toronto FC have now lost two of their last three games, 

both by shutout. The Reds have allowed nine goals in their last five games. 
• “We are disappointed moreso for our lack of attitude. In the second half, we were playing more for pride, but I 

think there was enough there. If you think you can beat a team 3-1 and then just show up next week, you 
can’t,” said Dwayne De Rosario. 

• TFC had allowed just two set-piece goals for the season before the Dynamo game, and just a further goal on a 
cross. The Dynamo doubled both of those totals in 90 minutes. 

• “We knew going in that was their game plan, and they capitalized on it,” said De Rosario. “We didn’t come out 
the way we knew we should have. After the first 25 minutes, we are 3-0 down. By that time, it’s hard to get back 
into the game, especially against them and in the heat.” 

• For TFC it was the first time they were shut out away from home this season, as they nine goals scored away 
from BMO Field are tied for third-most in MLS. 

• “We have to hold our heads up, because we didn’t show up out there to play. They were on a streak going into 
this. It’s a different atmosphere, and we had a game plan, and we didn’t come out and execute it,” said Chad 
Barrett. When you don’t do that, and you have a team like Houston that puts goals in like that, it makes it very 
tough on you.” 

• TFC’s bid to claim a first trophy in club history and win the Nutrilite Canadian Championship and Voyageurs 
Cup took a massive blow Tuesday, falling 2-0 to USL-1 Vancouver Whitecaps FC at Swangard Stadium. Ansu 
Toure scored in the 31st and 81st minutes to give Whitecaps the victory and pole position on a berth in the 
CONCACAF Champions League.

LOS ANGELES GALAXY 
The Los Angeles Galaxy played to a draw for the fifth consecutive match – and ninth time in 11 games on the year – 
answering a late goal with one of their own for a 1-1 result against the Kansas City Wizards at The Home Depot Center. 
The Galaxy have 12 points from 11 matches, sitting in fifth place in the Western Conference, now 12 points in back of 
MLS overall leader Chivas USA. 
LAST MATCH 

• The LA Galaxy hadn't lost since April 4, but had just once over that time as well, tying their last four matches. 
The Wizards had just a single win in their last five games. 

• But fortunes seemed to brighten for the visitors in the 59th minute when Gregg Berhalter pulled back Claudio 
Lopez as he appeared to be in alone on goal, and the former U.S. international was sent off for the second time 
in his MLS career. 

• Kansas City finally broke through in the 84th minute. Roger Espinoza flighted a cross from the left and Herculez 
Gomez headed it back across goal where Davy Arnaud got a final touch to it to redirect into the net and his 
fourth goal on the season. 

• Yet just three minutes later, the Galaxy had once again secured a draw. Landon Donovan played a pinpoint 
through ball for Edson Buddle to run onto in the left of the penalty area, and he hammered home a left-footed 
drive first-time inside the near post past goalkeeper Kevin Hartman. 

• Galaxy head coach Bruce Arena made no changes to the team that played to a 1-1 draw with a 10-man FC 
Dallas the weekend before.

TEAM NEWS 
• It was a remarkable ninth draw for the Galaxy. Yet even after going a man and a goal down, they felt they could 

have come away with three points. 
• "We played well and deserved more," said Landon Donovan. "A little unlucky, could have been better in front of 

the goal but at the end of the day we keep showing that we have a lot of character and (Saturday) we showed 
we were a good team." 

• With two-thirds of the season still to be played, the Galaxy are now just one draw away from the club record of 
10 in a single season, set in 2004. The league record is 13 in one year, set three times previously, last by 
Houston and Chivas USA in 2006. 

• "To get a point out of this (Saturday) you have to be a good team," Arena said. "If there's a criticism, it's poor 
finishing. Maybe you say not a whole lot of luck but our guys played real well and I'm just pleased to see the 
progress that we're making." 

• Five of the draws have come in the last five games, and in three of those, the Galaxy scored the tying goal in 
the 87th minute or later. They scored the tying goal in the final quarter-hour (plus stoppage time) in six of their 
nine draws, including five where it came in the 82nd minute or later. 

• “I wish we quit having to show the character of this team. For stretches we played very well and then obviously 
you go a man down, you got to man up and see what you’re made of. And when you go a goal down and you 
come back it is good for us,” Chris Klein said. “We have to start getting three points at home.” 

• Donovan now begins a stretch where he could miss the entire month of June to U.S. national team duty, and 
perhaps beyond, with a pair of World Cup qualifiers followed by the FIFA Confederations Cup and CONCACAF 
Gold Cup. Donovan has had a part in 10 of the Galaxy’s 13 goals on the season (6 goals, 4 assists). 

• “We’re not having a parade for [Donovan] when he leaves, nor are we having a funeral,” said Arena. “It’s 
something we’re well aware of, but we’re prepared for it.” 

• In addition to Donovan’s absence, the Galaxy will be without Gregg Berhalter after he was sent off for the 
second time this season. “You lose players all the time, I think we have guys who are able to step up,” Arena 
said. “You can look it in two ways, we only won one game with Landon, and we only lost one game with 
Landon, but I really think our players can deal with the loss of Landon in a right way. Edson Buddle could be a 
likely choice to replace Landon.”

The CONCACAF Champions League structure has 24 teams from all regions of 

CONCACAF participating. The League winner moves on to represent the confederation 

at the FIFA World Club Championship and competes for the top prize of $5 million 

against some of the top soccer clubs in the world. The Montreal Impact won the 

inaugural Nutrilite Canadian Championship in the final game of the series against 

Toronto FC that finished 1‐1. Montreal secured top spot with seven points (2‐1‐1), TFC 

finished second with five points (1‐2‐1) while Vancouver finished third on four points 

and a record of (1‐1‐2).  There is only one remaining game in the tournament this 

season as Toronto will play in Montreal on June 18.

NINE IN A ROW: With the 1-1 draw on Saturday, the Galaxy are 
now unbeaten in their last nine matches, going 1-0-8 in that time. 
This current run is the fourth longest unbeaten streak in club 
history, and the longest since a 12-game unbeaten streak that 
ended early in the 2000 season. The four longest unbeaten 
streaks in Galaxy history are…

During the current streak, the Galaxy have fallen behind in six of 
the nine games, only to come back and earn a draw in each. The 
Galaxy are now 0-1-7 when allowing the game’s first goal this 
season, compared to 2-13-4 when falling behind last year and 3-
12-3 in 2007 when surrendering the game’s first goal. 
 
FIVE FOR FIVE AWAY FROM HOME: With their 1-1 draw in 
Dallas two weeks ago, the Galaxy are now 0-0-5 on the road in 
MLS this season, making them one of just two teams in the league 
who are yet to lose a game away from home this season. In 
addition to the Galaxy, only the Chicago Fire, who play away to 
Chivas USA on Thursday night at The Home Depot Center, remain 
unbeaten on the road this season, going 3-0-3 away from Toyota 
Park. 
 
With their current five-game unbeaten run away from home, the 
Galaxy are now tied for the third longest unbeaten road streak in 
club history. During the 1997 and 1998 seasons LA went seven 
straight games without a loss on the road and between the 1999 
and 2000 seasons, the club went six straight without a loss. 
 
The MLS record for consecutive road games without a loss is nine, 
set in 2004 by the Columbus Crew and then matched during the 
2007 and 2008 seasons by the Chicago Fire. 
 
FIVE STRAIGHT: With the draw in against Kansas City on 
Saturday, the Galaxy have now drawn five consecutive games, 
setting a new club record for consecutive draws. The Galaxy are 
now just one draw shy of tying the MLS record for consecutive 
draws, which was set by the San Jose Earthquakes who drew their 
final four games of 2004 and the first two games of 2005. 
 
The Galaxy are one of the only three teams in MLS history to tie 
five consecutive games in a single season, joining the Chicago 
Fire and the Seattle Sounders FC, who each have drawn five 
straight games this season. 
 
UNBEATEN IN MAY: Saturday’s draw against Kansas City also 
completed an undefeated May for the Galaxy, who went 1-0-5 
during the month. The Galaxy outscored their opponents 7-6 in 
May with Landon Donovan scoring three of the club’s goals and 
assisting on one other while Mike Magee had a goal and two 
assists. 
 
The last time the Galaxy went unbeaten in a month that they 
played more than two games was in July 2006 when the club went 
3-0-2 while outscoring their opponents 6-1. 
 

RICKETTS REMAINS UNBEATEN: With Saturday’s draw, Galaxy 
goalkeeper Donovan Ricketts remains unbeaten in MLS action, 
compiling a 1-0-8 record in goal for the club. The 31-year old 
Jamaican is fourth in MLS with a 0.89 goals against average and 
has allowed more than one goal in a game just once this season. 
Ricketts would need to stay unbeaten through the Galaxy’s trip to 
San Jose on June 20 to match the club record for the longest 
unbeaten streak at the start of a career, which was set in 1996 by 
Jorge Campos who went 12-0 in his first 12 games with the club. 
 
No Galaxy goalkeeper has finished in the top three in the league in 
goals against average since the 2002 season. Every year from 
1996-2002 the Galaxy had a goalkeeper in the top three in goals 
against average, with Jorge Campos leading MLS with a 1.20 GAA 
in 1996 and Kevin Hartman leading the league with a team record 
0.91 GAA in 1999. 
 
Ricketts has recorded two clean sheets this season, tying the 
Galaxy’s mark from all of last season when LA had two shutouts in 
30 games while allowing a league-worst 62 goals. 
 
BUDDLE OPENS GOAL ACCOUNT: Edson Buddle’s 87th minute 
goal was his first of the season after tallying a career-best 15 goals 
in 2008. The 28-year old has been in and out of the lineup this 
season as a result of a quad injury, which has limited him to just 
six appearances and two starts so far this season. An All-Star in 
2008, Buddle has scored in each of his last two home games 
against Kansas City and also scored the Galaxy’s game-winner 
against Toronto FC on October 13, 2007 for his first and only goal 
against his former club. Toronto traded Buddle to the Galaxy in 
June 2007 in exchange for Tyrone Marshall. 
 
Buddle now has 69 goals in 193 career games, leaving him one 
goal shy of becoming the 15th player in MLS history to score 70 or 
more goals.  
 
DONOVAN CALLED UP: Following Saturday’s draw with the 
Wizards, Galaxy captain Landon Donovan flew to Miami to join the 
U.S. National Team for a pair of World Cup Qualifiers, first in 
Costa Rica on Wednesday, a 3-1 U.S. loss, and then in Chicago 
against Honduras on Saturday. The 27-year old is the all-time 
leading scorer with 38 goals in 110 games for the U.S. and has a 
goal (against Costa Rica on Wednesday) and four assists through 
the first three games of the current round of Qualifying, helping the 
U.S. to first place in CONCACAF with a 2-0-1 record. Donovan, 
who leads the Galaxy with six goals and four assists this season, 
will miss at least this weekend’s game in Toronto and then could 
miss as many as three additional games if he is included in the 
U.S. team that travels to South Africa for the FIFA Confederations 
Cup, which runs from June 14-28. 
 
In 2008, the Galaxy were 2-2-1 in the five games that Donovan 
missed, including a 2-0 loss in Toronto on May 31. 
 
NINE IS NOT BAD: Following the Chicago Fire’s loss to FC Dallas 
on Sunday, the Galaxy now have the longest current unbeaten 
streak in MLS at nine games. LA must win or draw each of their 
next two games to equal the Fire’s mark of 11 games. Following 
the Galaxy, the next-longest current unbeaten streaks in MLS this 
season belong to the Columbus Crew and Houston Dynamo, each 
of whom are unbeaten in their last seven games.

LA GALAXY GAME NOTES – June 6, 2009 
 
ROUGH ON THE ROAD: Since winning their last MLS Cup title in 
2005, the Galaxy have struggled on the road against teams from 
the Eastern Conference collecting a 4-12-4 record and not winning 
any of their last eight games on the road against the East. 
 
The only team that the Galaxy have beaten multiple times during 
that span is the Kansas City Wizards, while LA is 0-1-1 all-time in 
Toronto, failing to score in either game. 
 
SAME LOOK SQUAD: The Galaxy used the same starting lineup 
in consecutive games for the first time this season in their last two 
games, with Donovan Ricketts, Todd Dunivant, Gregg Berhalter, 
Omar Gonzalez, A.J. DeLaGarza, Josh Tudela, Eddie Lewis, 
Dema Kovalenko, Mike Magee, Alan Gordon and Landon Donovan 
starting both the 1-1 draw at FC Dallas on May 23 and the 1-1 
draw with Kansas City on May 30. Additionally, Bruce Arena 
named the same seven players on the bench for each game. 
 
However, the Galaxy will need to make at least two changes this 
weekend, with Gregg Berhalter suspended for Saturday’s game 
and Landon Donovan away on international duty. 
 
This was just the second time in Arena’s tenure with the Galaxy, 
which began in August 2008, that the Galaxy have used the same 
starting lineup in consecutive games. The first occurrence came in 
September 2008 when LA started the same 11 players in the 5-2 
win vs. D.C. on Sept. 20 and the 3-1 loss at Chicago on Sept. 25. 
 
KLEIN KEEPS GOING: Chris Klein once again came off the 
bench on Saturday, replacing Eddie Lewis in the 78th minute and 
taking two shots in his short time on the field. The 33-year old 
midfielder has now played 305 career MLS games, tying him for 
sixth place in league history and leaving him one game shy of tying 
Cobi Jones for fifth place in league history with 306 games played. 
 
Additionally, Klein has now appeared in 124 consecutive games, 
30 games longer than the next longest streak in MLS history. 
Klein, who had a 118 consecutive games started streak snapped 
earlier this season, is one of two Galaxy players to have appeared 
in all 11 of the club’s games this year. 
 
FRANKLIN TO MISS 4-6 MONTHS: Last week the Galaxy 
announced that defender Sean Franklin had undergone surgery to 
repair a torn right upper hamstring tendon and would miss the next 
4-6 months of the season. The Palmdale, Calif. native suffered the 
injury in the 1-1 draw with Columbus at The Home Depot Center 
on May 17 and underwent surgery on Tuesday at the Surgery 
Center of the Pacific in Santa Monica. 
 
The 2008 MLS Rookie of the Year, Franklin missed the first month 
of preseason after undergoing surgery to repair a bilateral sports 
hernia. That injury was first diagnosed while with the U.S. National 
Team in January, but Franklin was back on the field a month later 
for the Pan-Pacific Championship. He went on to appear in eight of 
the Galaxy’s first nine games of the season before suffering the 
injury against Columbus. Franklin has started all eight of the 
games in which he has appeared in this season, tallying one assist 
and taking three shots in his 675 minutes on the field. 
 
As a rookie in 2008, Franklin appeared in 27 games, making 26 
starts and setting Galaxy rookie records in both categories, as well 
as minutes played by a rookie with 2,385 minutes played. The 24-
year-old Cal State-Northridge graduate tallied one assist last 
season and spent much of the year playing in central defense 
before moving to right back this season. 
 
DONOVAN IS A PERFECT 10: Despite losing his MLS-lead in 
goals to Conor Casey, Landon Donovan did record his fourth 
assist of the season in the 1-1 draw with Kansas City, giving him 
the team lead in both goals and assists. 
 
Donovan, who is the only Galaxy player with multiple goals and 
assists, is only player in MLS this season to factor in 10 or more 
goals for his team, scoring six and adding four assists. The Galaxy 
captain played a role in each of the Galaxy’s first eight goals of the 
season, giving him his third consecutive fast start to a season. In  

 
2007, Donovan scored or assisted on each of the Galaxy’s first 
seven goals, while in 2008 he scored or assisted on each of the 
club’s first eight goals. 
 
The 27-year old’s goal in Dallas was the 90th of his MLS career, 
leaving him in sixth place in MLS history. Additionally, he has 58 
goals during his Galaxy career, leaving him just 12 goals shy of 
Cobi Jones’ club record of 70 goals. 
 
If Donovan can finish the season as the Galaxy’s leader in both 
goals and assists, it will be the fourth time in his five years with the 
club that he has achieved the feat. No other Galaxy player ever led 
the team in goals and assists in the same season.  
 
In 2009, only Donovan and Toronto’s Amado Guevara, have sole 
control of their team lead in goals and assists. Both players will 
miss Saturday’s game while on international duty. 
 
USING THEIR DEPTH: Since the start of the 2009 MLS season 
only four players on the current Galaxy roster have not appeared 
in a game, with only Leo Griffin, who missed the first two months of 
the season after undergoing sports hernia surgery, not being 
named in an 18-man game-day squad. However, Griffin made the 
trip to Toronto and is expected to be in the 18-man squad. 
 
In addition to Griffin, only Julian Valentin, Tristan Bowen and 
Yohnace Marshall have not played in a game this season.  
 
Of the 20 players who have played for the Galaxy this season, all 
have started at least one match. Additionally, Bowen and Marshall 
each started the Galaxy’s U.S. Open Cup Play-In Game defeat to 
Colorado on April 7, meaning that only Griffin and Valentin have 
not started or played in a competitive game for the Galaxy since 
the start of the 2009 MLS season. 
 
A NUMBER OF NEW FACES: Of the 25 players currently on the 
Galaxy roster, 14 were not on the club’s roster for the 2008 MLS 
regular season finale against FC Dallas. Additionally, goalkeeper 
Josh Saunders, who signed with the Galaxy on a permanent basis 
in March, was on the club’s roster at the end of 2008, but was on 
loan from Miami FC of the USL-1. 
 
Of the new faces on the roster, five (Todd Dunivant, Jovan 
Kirovski, Dema Kovalenko, Mike Magee and Stefani Miglioranzi) 
played for other MLS clubs and four (A.J. DeLaGarza, Omar 
Gonzalez, Yohance Marshall and Kyle Patterson) were in college 
last year. Additionally, both Saunders and Leonard Griffin played in 
the USL First Division, Tristan Bowen was in the LA Galaxy Youth 
Academy, Gregg Berhalter was playing for TSV 1860 Munich in 
Germany, Donovan Ricketts was playing for Village United in 
Jamaica and Tony Sanneh did not have a club. 
 
GALAXY TO HOST BARCELONA AT ROSE BOWL: Earlier this 
month the Galaxy announced that the club will play an 
international friendly against Spanish giant FC Barcelona, on 
Saturday, August 1 at 8 p.m. at the Rose Bowl. The Champions 
League winners will face the Galaxy as part of their three-match 
U.S. tour, which also features a game against the Seattle 
Sounders FC and a yet to be determined third team.  
 
This will be the Galaxy’s first game back at the Rose Bowl since 
The Home Depot Center was built in 2003. During the club’s seven 
years playing at the Rose Bowl, the Galaxy boasted an impressive 
72-27-8 home record. 
 
GALAXY TO HOST CLUB SPORT HEREDIANO: On June 9 the 
Galaxy will be hosting Club Sport Herediano in a friendly at The 
Home Depot Center on Tuesday, June 9. The Costa Rican 
runners-up this season, Herediano lost in the final to Liberia Mia, 
falling 3-0 on aggregate and missing out on their first Primera 
Division championship since the 1992-93 season.  
 
The 21-time Costa Rican Primera Division champions and are one 
of the most successful clubs in Costa Rican history, producing 
many of the country’s top all-time players, including former MLS 
stars Andy Herron, Mauricio Solis, William Sunsing, Paulo 
Wanchope, Mauricio Wright and many more.
