e The Houston Dynamo scored a late goal to pull back into a 1-1 draw with Real Salt Lake in the first meeting of
the teams, June 20 at Robertson Stadium.

e On another hot night in the Bayou City, the visitors took the lead in the 28th minute. Yura Movsisyan moved
toward goal before laying off a backheel to Fabian Espindola, and his curling effort toward the far post deflected
off Dynamo center back Bobby Boswell and past a wrong-footed Pat Onstad.

e But after the break, the Dynamo began to turn up the pressure. Real went a man down in the 58th minute when
Jamison Olave delayed a throw-in from being taken and received a second yellow card from referee Jair
Marrufo.

e Then in the 74th minute, RSL 'keeper Nick Rimando came well off his line and fouled Brian Ching at the edge
of the area while trying to claim a bouncing ball. But from the resulting penalty, Rimando saved a Brad Davis
effort that was struck almost down the center of the goal.

¢ The Dynamo finally hit for the equalizer in the 89th minute. Ching laid off a pass for Brian Mullan on the right
flank and raced into the box. Mullan floated in a high cross and Ching got onto the end of it unmarked,
snapping home a header for his fifth goal on the year.

REAL SALT LAKE

Real Salt Lake stretched their unbeaten streak at Rio Tinto Stadium to five games, getting the game’s only goal in a
victory against Seattle Sounders FC last Saturday evening. Real have 26 points from 20 matches on the year, sitting in
sixth place in the Western Conference, 12 points off the pace set by MLS overall leaders Houston Dynamo.

LAST MATCH

Home-standing Real had lost two of their last three matches, while Sounders FC had followed back-to-back
wins with a draw and a loss.

The game's lone goal came in the 62nd minute. With Seattle forward for a corner kick, RSL goalkeeper Nick
Rimando took a quick restart from the goal area and launched the ball over the center line. Robbie Findley had
broken free behind the last defender, and after holding off his challenge, lashed a low drive from right on the
edge of the area past Kasey Keller and inside the left post for his eighth goal on the season.

Real coach Jason Kreis made one change to the team that lost 1-0 to the Chicago Fire the weekend before on
the road. Robbie Findley came back into the team in place of the injured Yura Movsisyan.

For Findley, it was his 20th goal since being traded to RSL in 2007 -— helping him pass Jeff Cunningham as the
club’s all-time leader for goals scored. “It's a definitely a good feeling,” Findley said. “There's been a lot of good
goal scorers here.”

Said Kreis: “I thought Robbie was extremely active all night. In particular, | thought he did a fantastic job on
challenging for head balls with their defenders, and he won quite a few of them. Then he obviously had the two
chances to score, the first one being the far simpler one. As a coach | wish and | hope that he starts to convert
those simple ones, but converting the second one was good enough on the night.”

Rimando’s quick thinking on the restart led to Real scoring the only goal of the game. It was the third assist
credited to the 10th-year goalkeeper. “Yeah, we work on that a lot, having Nick kick the ball 50 yards over the
top. We spend a lot of time at training on that,” joked Kreis with <i>The Deseret News</i>. “Nick is extremely
good with his feet at picking people off from a long ways away. It is one of the things that | am very fond of
Rimando for.”

Kreis was not on the bench, serving the second game of a two-game suspension after being sent off in the
comeback win against FC Dallas. Once again Kreis wasn't entirely thrilled with what he saw.

“Another second half here at Rio Tinto Stadium where we have figured out how to play,” Kreis said. “I'm going
to drive myself crazy figuring out how we can get our team to play in the first half as well. It would be really nice
to see our team play 90 minutes.”

A year ago, Real slipped into the MLS Cup Playoffs on the final day, after a dramatic draw with Colorado
Rapids to pip their Rocky Mountain rivals. RSL is two points out of a playoff spot as the season nears the
homestretch, but the Claret-and-Cobalt have won four of their last eight.

“You would think that the team feels like we have been here before,” Kreis said. “We have done it before. It's
not a fresh new thing to us. Hopefully, there won't be the anxiety that | think we had over some of the games
down the stretch last year.”

It was the first 1-0 victory for RSL this season, and the club’s first shutout in five games. More pleasing, Real
did not allow a shot on goal to Sounders FC after halftime. “It was 100 percent one of our focuses,” midfielder
Will Johnson said. “We want to be hard to play against at home. We don't want to give away anything easy. We
don't want to be soft. We want to be a hard team to play against.”

HOUSTON DYNAMO

The Houston Dynamo won for the second time in three matches in another goalfest, getting a late penalty kick for a 3-2
win against the Chicago Fire on Sunday evening at Robertson Stadium. The Dynamo still lead the Western Conference
and MLS overall table with 38 points from 21 matches, now seven points ahead of the LA Galaxy and still two points
ahead of Eastern Conference-leading Columbus.

The Dynamo were coming off a fourth defeat in seven games just three days earlier, a rare loss to FC Dallas,
while the Fire were also come off a loss at midweek, on penalties to Mexico's Tigres UANL in the SuperLiga
final, though they had a five-game undefeated streak in league play.

The Dynamo started strongly and had a two-goal lead by halftime. In the 21st minute, Kei Kamara snuck
behind the Fire defense to latch onto a throw-in all alone in the penalty area and hammered a close-range blast
over Jon Busch for his fifth goal on the season. The goal was the first scored against the Fire in 395 minutes,
and first in league play in five games, since July 4.

Houston doubled its lead in the 37th minute. Brian Ching lofted a ball over the Chicago backline into the path of
Ricardo Clark, and the U.S. international flipped it over the on-rushing Busch as he came off his line.

But the Fire were level within three minutes of the second-half restart. In the 46th minute, Chris Rolfe collected
a square pass some 30 yards from goal and left fly with a searing drive that beat Dynamo goalkeeper Pat
Onstad inside the right post for his fourth goal of 2009.

Then two minutes later, Cuauhtemoc Blanco wriggled away from the challenge of Julius James in the left
corner and flighted a soft cross to the back post, where Peter Lowry hit it with a stunning, acrobatic side volley
for his first professional goal in his first career MLS start.

Yet seven minutes from the end, Corey Ashe burst into the left side of the Chicago area and under pressure
from fullback Brandon Prideaux went to the ground. Referee Terry Vaughn pointed to the spot, and on Stuart
Holden Bobblehead Night, the recently turned 24-year-old smashed the resulting penalty into the back of the
net for his sixth goal on the year and the game-winner.

Dynamo head coach Dominic Kinnear made three changes to the team that lost 1-0 to FC Dallas three days
earlier on the road. Julius James and Wade Barrett came back into the back four and Kei Kamara up top, with
Mike Chabala and Dominic Oduro on the substitutes’ bench and Brad Davis suspended.

“A win is a win. Any time you can win, you’re happy with that. We jump back into first overall, so we’re pretty
pleased with that. It was mission accomplished there, but obviously some things we need to look at and work
out for the next game,” Kinnear said.

TEAM NEWS

After having gone the first 19 league games allowing multiple goals in a game just twice, the Dynamo have now
allowed multiple goals in two of their last three.

“l don't want to get into the problems as it's just one person’s opinion,” said goalkeeper Pat Onstad. “| am
disappointed with the way | performed. | don'’t like giving up two goals and I'm responsible whether it is
goaltending or organizing the back four, so I have to hold my hand up that | didn’t do a good job [Sunday].”
As well, three of the goals have come in the first five minutes after the start of the second half. D.C. United
began their comeback with a 49th-minute goal, and the Fire came all the way back with two goals in the first
three minutes after the break.

[The early goals are] a concern, because it's happened now twice at home. | don't think being tired should be
the excuse, because we've just come out of the locker room. ... I don’t know if it's a trend -- it's only happened
twice -- but we need to make sure we address it, because we can't just let it slide,” Kinnear said.

The Chicago game was also the second in four days that capped a stretch of 10 games over six weeks, which
included the MLS All-Star Game (where the MLS team was led by the Dynamo coaching staff). The Orange
finally have a week between games — though that will end quickly, with the first of six CONCACAF Champions
League games over a 10-week stretch coming next week, in addition to the final eight league games.

“Even though we won, there were a lot of long faces in there, and | just think they’re physically spent. [A one-
week break between games] is welcome for everybody, because | think you also get a bit of a mental break.
The games just keep piling up, and you can’t get a chance to rest and get away from the games, and | think
sometimes you need that,” Kinnear said. “We played three games in a week, and all three games were up in
the 90s temperature-wise. That takes a toll on you physically and mentally.”

The victory maintained the Dynamo’s lead atop the Western Conference, where they have been since the
middle of June. It also keeps the club on course for a first Supporters’ Shield.

“It's a huge win. We've been up by ourselves for a while, and then Columbus jumped over us last night with a
good win and LA is on a bit of a roll. To open up a gap on some teams again, was maybe a little bit of a
letdown for them,: Kinnear said. “For us to come out with a win is huge because it pushes us a little farther
away. It's a huge win for us.”

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RSL ADDS NELSON GONZALEZ: Real Salt Lake
Thursday announced the addition of M/F Nelson
Gonzalez via a loan deal from Argentine side Quilmes
Atlético Club ... The 20-year-old Argentine spent his first
two professional seasons with Quilmes in Argentina’s
second division (Primera Nacional B), making his debut on
May 3, 2008 with his lone appearance of the team’s
2007/08 season before playing in nine contests (one start)
for El Cervecero in their 2008/09 campaign ... Gonzalez is
the third player added by RSL within the last month, joining
M/F Rachid El Khalifi and FW Pablo Campos ...

NO PLACE LIKE HOME: There's no doubt that Real
Salt Lake enjoys the friendly confines of its new Rio Tinto
Stadium digs ... Thanks to last Saturday’s 1-0 win over
Seattle, the Utah side now possesses a 6-1-3 home mark
(.750 win 9%, 4" in MLS) and League-best +14 home goal
differential (24 GF/10 GA) and 2.40 goals per home
game (nearly half a goal better than second-place
Colorado’s 1.91 average) ... The Utah side will split the
remainder of its 10 games down the middle between home
and away affairs, but will begin and end the stretch run
with games at its Rio Tinto Stadium home ... Real Salt
Lake is trying to recapture last season’s home form that
carried it to the 2008 MLS Cup Playoffs, when the squad'’s
30 points, .733 winning percentage and +14 goal
differential easily eclipsed the club’s previous season
highs at home ... RSL has dropped just 3 of its last 28
home games across regular season and cup
competitions dating back to the start of 2008:

FINDLEY ALONE IN FIRST: FW Robbie Findley’s
breakaway goal last Saturday against Seattle not only
stood as an important game-winner in the 1-0 triumph, but
it also put the 24-year-old striker alone at the top of Real
Salt Lake’s all-time goals scored chart, his 20" goal in
Claret-and-Cobalt breaking a tie with former leader Jeff
Cunningham ... Findley’s eighth score of the season tied
his previous career-best in the category set during his
rookie season in 2007 (6G with RSL, 2G with LA) and
moved him into a three-way tie for 6" place in the chase
for the MLS Budweiser Golden Boot alongside Dwayne De
Rosario (TOR) and Luciano Emilio (DC), the trio sitting
three behind Colorado’s Conor Casey ... The efficient
Findley also ranks in the League’s Top 10 with 0.47 goals
per game (T-7") and 0.61 goals per 90 minutes (T-7") ...
Findley's goal last weekend was the second in his last
three contests, coming on the heels of his equalizing PK
conversion in RSL’s 4-2 comeback win over FC Dallas on
July 24 ...

MOVSISYAN MAY RETURN TO RSL STRIKE

FORCE: Saturday could see the return of FW Yura
Movsisyan to the Real Salt Lake line-up, the 22-year-old
striker having missed the squad’s contest last Saturday
against Seattle after suffering a right rotator cuff injury the
week prior at Chicago ... A return would allow Movsisyan,
who recently eclipsed his head coach Jason Kreis as the
team’s all-time leader in shots on goal (how on 60), the
chance to catch up with fellow forward Robbie Findley,
whose eighth goal of the season last Saturday put him two in
front of Movsisyan in the chase for each player’'s second
RSL Golden Boot award ... With their powers combined, the
RSL pairing is among MLS’ top goal-scoring duos, their 14
tallies tied for the 4™ most in League circles ...

RUSSELL BACK IN, HORST BACK TO AUSTIN:
Yura Movsisyan isn't the only player ready to return from
injury, as D/M Robbie Russell is recovered from the injury
(L rectus femoris strain) he suffered on July 24 against FC
Dallas that sidelined him for RSL’s last two contests ... To
bolster its defensive corps following Russell’s injury, RSL
had recalled David Horst from the Austin Aztex, this after
the Pennsylvanian served only one game on a loan that was
to see him remain with the USL-1 side for the remainder of
its season ... However, with Russell back to health, RSL
dispatched Horst back to Austin late this week to serve the
remainder of his loan that will see him suit up for the Texas
side through the end of its '09 season, beginning with this
weekend’s home tilt at Nelson Field against the Minnesota
Thunder ... Horst has gone the full 90 minutes for the Aztex
in three contests during his two previous loans ...

EL KHALIFI MAKES DEBUT: One of the newest
members of Real Salt Lake, M/F Rachid El Khalifi, made
his Major League Soccer debut last Saturday, playing 23
minutes off the bench in place of Clint Mathis in RSL’s 1-0
win over Seattle ... RSL inked the Dutch winger to a contract
through the 2012 campaign on July 28 ... The 30-year-old El
Khalifi spent the entirety of his nine-year-career in the Dutch
second flight (Eerste Divisie), most recently with a two-
season stint at SC Cambuur-Leeuwarden, where he tallied 7
goals across 64 matches from 2007-2009 and nearly helped
the squad get promoted to the Dutch Eredivisie ...

BACK TO .5007?: Real Salt Lake will have the chance to
hit the .500 mark for the season once again this Saturday
when Houston rolls into Rio Tinto Stadium, a feat the Utah
side has failed to accomplish in its four previous attempts (0O-
2Lv.KCon5/16,1-1 Tv.SJon 7/04,1-3L @ CLB on 7/18,
and 0-1 L @ CHI on 8/01) ... Real Salt Lake is looking to get
back to the break-even point for the first since May 6, when
its 2-2 draw with Los Angeles brought its record to 3-3-1 ...
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CLOSE? NOT QUITE: Real Salt Lake’'s 2009 season
hasn't included many nail-biters, but the squad did
manage to pull out its first 1-0 victory of the season last
Saturday against Seattle ... That result marked only RSL'’s
fifth one-goal result of the season (2-3-0) — tied for the
fewest in MLS — to go along with five ties, with only
Chivas USA (3) and New York (4) able to claim fewer in
said category ... Real Salt Lake has been a team of
extremes thus far, tying Sounders FC for the most 2+ goal
wins with five apiece, while its five 2+ goal defeats rank
behind only San Jose (7) and New York (6) ...

SLOW STARTS, FAST FINISHES: It seems to have
been a tale of two halves for Real Salt Lake in its last
couple of home contests against Seattle and FC Dallas,
and the stats indicate that might again be the case come
Saturday against Houston ... The Dynamo lead MLS in
first-half scoring at 0.91 goals (while allowing a stingy
0.36), a category RSL is third-to-last in at 0.40
However, the roles are reversed when it comes to the
second stanza, when RSL is tops in MLS with a 1.06 goals
average, with Houston ranking second from the bottom at
0.45 ...

RIMANDO DOES IT ALL!: RSL GK Nick Rimando did
it all in last Saturday’s 1-0 win over Seattle, notching his
fifth shutout of the season (T—5th in MLS) while also
collecting his sixth career assist on Robbie Findley's
game-winner, tying him with marcus Hahnemann for the
most by a netminder in MLS history ... The clean sheet
victory lowered his GAA average on the season to 1.10
(7" in MLS) and marked his seventh victory (T-4") on the
season, while bringing his career number in the category
to 56 (6th all-time), just two behind his opposite number
this weekend, Houston’'s Pat Onstad Rimando’s
heroics on penalty kicks came in handy on July 24 against
FC Dallas, as his stop on the red-hot Jeff Cunningham
moved his stop-rate on spot kicks to an impressive 31%
(13 of 42) ...

BRIGHT LIGHTS TO SHINE ON RSL: As Real Salt
Lake enters the stretch run of its 2009 campaign, more
people will have the chance to tune in and see just what
happens to the Claret-and-Cobalt ... RSL will go national
for four of its last 10 games — all at Rio Tinto Stadium —
beginning with this Saturday’s tilt against Houston on Fox
Soccer Channel and continuing with contests on Sept. 12
v. Chicago (FSC), Oct. 14 v. New York (ESPN2), and the
season finale on Oct. 24 v. Colorado (FSC) ...

SHARING THE WEALTH: The “Team is the Star”
mantra embraced by head coach Jason Kreis is once
again taking shape, at least when it comes to scoring the
ball ... Rookie MF Raphael Cox became the latest player
to join RSL’s scoring parade on July 18 at Columbus, as
his first career MLS goal made him the 12" different
player to tally a goal, giving RSL the most goal scorers in
the League in 2009 — a feat it also accomplished last
season ... Thanks to its ability to share, Real Salt Lake is
tied for 4™ place across MLS with 1.45 goals/gm ...

“HACK-A-JAVY”: RSL playmaker Javier Morales
continues to earn extra attention from the opposition, as the
MLS All-Star’'s 47 fouls suffered in 18 games played are
now tops in Major League Soccer this season, three more
than Seattle FW Fredy Montero ... Morales seems to be
absorbing the pressure better as of late, as the MLS All-Star
has kept the retaliation tactics that got him in trouble earlier
in the season in check (5 fouls committed, 1 yellow card
in last 9 games) ... Morales has taken more than one for a
team, as he’s racked up nearly a quarter (47 of 202) of
RSL'’s total fouls suffered ... Morales is also tops in the
League in a much less painful category after whipping in 83
corner kicks on the campaign ...

YOU'VE BEEN WARNED: With Head Coach Jason
Kreis back on the bench from a two-game suspension, you
can bet the RSL roster will be on its best behavior for
Saturday’s contest against Houston ... That especially goes
for four players who will be forced to serve a one-game
suspension from the MLS Disciplinary Committee for caution
accumulation — MF Will Johnson, M/F Clint Mathis, DF
Jamison Olave & D/M Robbie Russell ... Johnson (1
game), Mathis (3 games), and Olave (1 game) are all eligible
for the Good Behavior Incentive clause that can wipe one
card from their record ...

REAL, AIM, FIRE!: After leading MLS in shots by a wide
margin in 2008, Real Salt Lake is primed to equal the feat
again in 2009, as the Claret-and-Cobalt’'s 278 shots ranks
1°'in the League (FC Dallas closest with 245)... The team’s
aim seems to be improving as well, as RSL ranks 3" with
109 shots on goal, just one behind second-place Houston
and two behind leader Toronto FC ... RSL has now been
out-shot just 14 times in its last 49 games, posting a 2-9-3
mark in those contests, including its 2-0 win @ LA on 6/13 ...
RSL’s next game saw a 2-shot effort on 6/20 @ Houston that
was as efficient as it was stingy, but also marked the lowest
single-game output in team history (previous record of 4
shots set on 8/26/06 @ NY and 6/14/08 @ CHV), while its
shot-less 2™ half marked the second time the Utahns failed
to record a shot in a half ...

That match marked just the latest match in 2009 during
which RSL has set a new high or low in shots or shots on
goal ... The 7-shot performance at Colorado on May 2
ended a streak of 24 consecutive games with a double-digit
shot output, while the zero shots on goal established RSL’s
record low, after posting 1 SOG five times in team history ...
That result came on the heels of RSL's 29-shot
performance v. New England that shattered the team’s
previous best of 24 shots in a single-game (6/18/08 v. SJ, 0-
0 T; 9/24/05 v. CLB, 1-2 L) ... When the pattern holds and
RSL is the aggressor in shots and shots on goal, Head
Coach Jason Kreis’' team is 14-9-12 since the beginning of
2008 ...
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ALLOW ME TO LEAD: Real Salt Lake broke a stretch
of four-straight contests in which it had allowed the first
goal in last Saturday’s win over Seattle ... Despite falling
behind in four straight, RSL was able to bring points out of
two of those contests, registering a rare come-from-behind
victory on July 24 against FC Dallas (only 2" team to win
after falling behind by two goals since the start of 2007)
and taking a point from a 1-1 tie with San Jose on July 3
...It's been a streaky season in regards to taking the lead,
as RSL fell behind in 3 of its first 11 contests and then ran
out to a 1-0 lead in four straight before the recently-ended
four-game streak in which RSL fell behind ...

MATHIS MAKING IT HAPPEN: MF Clint Mathis
continued his renaissance on June 27 by notching a goal
and assist in RSL'’s thorough 3-0 victory over Toronto FC,
marking his second such effort this season (4/25 v. NE) ...
The helper, provided on Kyle Beckerman’s finish just
before the half, gave “Cleetus” six assists on the season,
which now places him in a fourth-place tie across MLS in
the category with six other players and four behind league-
leader Omar Cummings (COL) ... The six assists in 20
games marks the most for Mathis in an MLS campaign
since 2000, when he registered 14 helpers while splitting
time with Los Angeles and the MetroStars en route to an
MLS Best XI campaign ... Mathis’ previous assist on 6/13
@ LA (Movsisyan — 13) made him the 21% player in
League history to reach the 50-assist plateau, while also
giving him sole-possession of first place on RSL’s career
game-winning assist chart, his fourth such assist breaking
a tie with Javier Morales and Jeff Cunningham atop the
category ... Mathis’ 10 assists in an RSL uniform now
place him fourth in club history, just one behind
Cunningham’s 11 helpers ...

MLS ALL-STAR GAME SHINES IN SANDY: The
largest crowd yet for a soccer match at Rio Tinto Stadium
(20,120) took in the 14" edition of the MLS All-Star Game
on July 29, when the MLS All-Stars drew 1-1 with English
Premier League stalwart Everton FC before falling 3-4 in
penalty kicks ... The home crowd got to watch three of its
own take part in the event, as MF Kyle Beckerman
became the first player in RSL history to start in an All-Star
match, while fellow midfielders Will Johnson (45 minutes)
and Javier Morales (26 minutes) entered the match in the
second half ... The “Toffees” would get on the board first
just 11 minutes in when Louis Saha intercepted Stuart
Holden’s back-pass for an easy finish, but Houston’s Brad
Davis would draw the All-Stars even with a redirect on the
door-step in the 26" minute ... Johnson would help the All-
Stars put pressure on top American netminder Tim
Howard, converting his spot kick to bring the round to 2-2
after four kicks before the North American representatives
eventually lost the overtime session ... The midfield trio
joins Eddie Pope (2007) as the only RSL players to be
named to the League’s gameday roster in its five-year
history ...

MOVSISYAN NAMED PLAYER OF THE WEEK FOR

WEEK 19: Movsisyan's brace off the bench on July 24 v.
FC Dallas was more than enough for voters to name the
RSL striker the MLS Player of the Week for Week 19 ... A
sprained right ankle meant Movsisyan wouldn't be 90-
minutes ready, but the 21-year-old proved he was more than
capable of contributing for 45, as he rumbled through the
Dallas defense to fire off five shots (three on goal), two of
which were good for goals, as he put the Utahns on the
board in the 55" minute before killing of the match with a
stoppage time finish (93+’) Movsisyan became the
second RSL player to earn the weekly honor this season
(Morales, Week 6) and the sixth different player in team
history to capture the award ...

BECKERMAN GOLDEN IN GOLD CUP: The last week
in July was a whirlwind one for Real Salt Lake MF Kyle
Beckerman, as he made his first MLS All-Star Game
appearance on July 29, which came on the heels of his 90-
minute performance on behalf of the U.S. Men’s National
Team in the CONCACAF Gold Cup final against Mexico
three days earlier at Giants Stadium, an 0-5 defeat for the
Americans ... Beckerman (8 caps, 1 goal) appeared in all six
of the USA’s matches in the tournament, including starts in
all three knockout phase contests, his steady and impressive
play leaving open the possibility of him earning another “cap”
when the U.S. plays host to El Salvador at Rio Tinto Stadium
for a pivotal World Cup Qualifier on Sept. 5 ...

THE ROAD, LESS TRAVELED: After the worst start
possible in its first four away affairs (0-4-0, 0 GF/7 GA), the
Utah side had turned things around, going 1-1-2 in its next
four road games, before a 0-3 setback at Columbus and 0-
1 defeat at Chicago within the last three weeks (now 1-7-2
on the road, 5 GF/14 GA) ...

Dynamo at Real Salt Lake

The Dynamo make their first visit to Rio Tinto Stadium in Sandy, Utah on Saturday to take on Real Salt
Lake. Some players and staff may already be familiar with the area, however, after representing the
Dynamo at the MLS All-Star Game on July 29. The Dynamo tied Real Salt Lake 1-1 on June 20 at
Robertson Stadium and have a 1-2-2 all-time record on the road against Salt Lake.

Dynamo notes

- With an 11-6-5 record and 38 points, the Dynamo lead the Western Conference and all of Major
League Soccer. Houston’s 35 points after 20 games was the best start in club history. In its first three
seasons, Houston had point totals of 32, 34, and 32 in their first 20 games of the regular season. The
Dynamo finished with 46 points in 2006 (32-game season); 52 points in 2007; and 51 points in 2008.

- Houston goalkeeper Pat Onstad is now the Dynamo’s all-time leader in games started and minutes
played in all competitions with 134 and 12,039, respectively. He passed teammate Brian Mullan in
minutes (11,839) on August 1 and in starts on August 6 (132).

- Forward Brian Ching scored two goals on August 1 against D.C. United in his first start since June 28
after missing time with the United States national team. Ching is now tied for ninth in the league with
seven goals on the season, even though he has only played in 13 games, as much as seven fewer than
some of his counterparts. Ching now has 20 goals in his last 32 MLS regular season games.

- Dynamo goalkeeper Pat Onstad currently leads MLS with a 0.86 goals against average. Onstad and
the Dynamo set league records for best goals against average in a single season in 2007, when Onstad’s
mark was 0.82 and the team mark was 0.73.

- The Dynamo will not be at full strength on Saturday. They are expected to be without forward Cam
Weaver (hernia surgery); midfielder Brian Mullan (ankle); and defenders Richard Mulrooney (knee
surgery) and Eddie Robinson (knee surgery).

Up Next: Dynamo host Metapan in Champions League opener

The Dynamo will begin play in the CONCACAF Champions League on Wednesday, August 19, hosting
two-time defending Salvadoran champion Isidro Metapan at Robertson Stadium at 7:00 p.m. The
Dynamo will also face Panamanian club Arabe Unido and Mexican power Pachuca in Group A play,
which continues throughout the fall and concludes October 21. The Dynamo are 1-0-1 all-time against
Salvadoran opposition, including a 1-0 win over Firpo last November that sent Houston through to the
Champions League quarterfinals. The Dynamo will next be in MLS action on Sunday, August 23,
hosting the Seattle Sounders.



Champions League shaping up

The Dynamo qualified for the CONCACAF Champions League for the second consecutive year (the
fourth consecutive regional championship tournament for Houston) and will begin group play on
Wednesday, August 19, hosting Salvadoran club Isidro Metapan at 7 p.m. The Dynamo will also face
one of their major rivals, Mexican Clausura runner-up Pachuca, and Panamanian Clausura 2008
champion Arabe Unido.

The Dynamo are the only MLS team to win a game in the expanded version of the Champions League,
going 2-2-4 in 2008-09, while the rest of MLS is 0-10-6 in the competition, including qualifying games.

Onstad among elite company

Dynamo goalkeeper Pat Onstad, now 41 years old, has the best career goals against average (GAA) in
MLS history with a mark of 1.05 and has led the league in each of the last two seasons with a record
0.82 mark in 2007 and a 1.03 GAA in 2008. Onstad also ranks fifth in MLS history in win percentage
(.609) and career shutouts (58), sixth in save percentage (.735), seventh with 84 career wins, and eighth
in MLS history with 615 career saves.

Dynamo Ironmen

Out of Houston’s 27 games in all competitions this year, Bobby Boswell, the 2008 Dynamo Ironman of
the Year, has made a team-high 25 starts, missing single games to illness and suspension. Center back
partner Geoff Cameron has played in 25 games, making 22 starts. Goalkeeper Pat Onstad is the only
Dynamo player to have played every minute of Houston’s 22 MLS matches so far.

Frequent flier miles

The Dynamo logged a lot of miles and time on the road in July and played seven consecutive road
games from June 28-July 21. During a 26-day stretch that concluded on Wednesday, July 22, the
Dynamo traveled more than 15,000 miles by airplane and bus to play seven road games while spending
15 nights on the road (in three different time zones) and only 11 nights at home. In one 15-day stretch
from June 27-July 11, the Dynamo spent only one entire day in Houston, and that day began after the
team arrived home at 1 a.m. from Austin.
