Rivals from the inaugural season in Major League Soccer, D.C. United and the Los Angeles Galaxy meet again in a
crucial interconference matchup for both clubs. United have fallen to fourth place in the Eastern Conference after last
weekend’s 2-0 loss to Toronto FC, and currently find themselves outside of the chase for the MLS Cup Playoffs. After
their midweek win at the Chicago Fire, the Galaxy have pulled into second place in the Western Conference and one of
the two automatic qualifying spots. The teams met in the season opener at The Home Depot Center, the Galaxy scoring
twice in the final 10 minutes to come back for a 2-2 draw.

¢ Landon Donovan hit for two goals in the final 10 minutes to give the LA Galaxy a 2-2 draw against D.C. United
in the season opener for both clubs at The Home Depot Center on March 22.

e United had a two-goal lead on the road midway through the second half. Christian Gomez converted a penalty
a minute before halftime after Galaxy midfielder Dema Kovalenko was ruled to have tripped him in the box.

e Then in the 62nd minute, Chris Pontius cut into the box from the left flank and swung home a curling blast
inside the far post.

e But Donovan pulled the Galaxy back with two goals in the final 10 minutes. First he converted a penalty of his
own in the 80th minute, after Rodney Wallace was whistled for a handball in the area, and then five minutes
later he headed home a Kyle Patterson cross from the left while all alone behind the United back line to secure
a point for the home side.

D.C. UNITED

D.C. United lost for the second consecutive week, falling 2-0 to Toronto FC in a vital Eastern Conference clash
Saturday afternoon at BMO Field. United have 28 points from 21 matches on the season, now sitting in fourth place in
the division, two points behind TFC and 11 points out of first place.

LAST MATCH

The teams came into the match separated by just a single point in the Eastern Conference. United had scored
eight goals in their last three games but had just four points to show for it, while TFC were winless in their last
three games.

The hometown Reds took the lead on the half-hour. Receving a pass on the right flank, Jim Brennan hooked a
cross to the near post where Dwayne De Rosario flashed in and sent a glancing header past United goalkeeper
Josh Wicks. It was the fourth consecutive game with a goal for De Rosario, who now has nine on the season,
tied for fourth in the MLS Golden Boot standings.

TFC doubled the lead in the 66th minute. A corner kick fell into the heart of the area, where Nana Attakora was
able to poke it back to substitute O'Brian White. The No. 4 overall pick in this year's SuperDraft, making just his
second league appearance, was able to smash through the crowded goalmouth and into the back of the net for
his first professional goal.

United head coach Tom Soehn made four changes to the team that lost 4-3 to the Houston Dynamo in league
play a week earlier. Clyde Simms made his return from injury, coming into the midfield along with John
DiRaimondo, making his first United league start. Rodney Wallace came back from suspension and Luciano
Emilio also came back into the team, with Chris Pontius injured, Ben Olsen suspended and Andrew Jacobson
and Jaime Moreno on the substitutes’ bench.

“We have a mentality when we play at home that we are going to do all the little things right but we go on the
road and throw all that away,” said Soehn. “We have the impression that things are going to come easy for us
because we have talent and that it is enough, but it is not enough.”

TEAM NEWS

Soehn indicated there was little fight in his team, pointing out his side committed just six fouls in the match, a
season-low.

“There was a total performance dropoff -- and that is what happens when you have five or six players not
playing up to their capabilities,” said Soehn. “It's no time to hang our heads given the tightness of the playoff
race -- we are going to need to adjust quickly.”

After missing two league matches to sports hernia surgery, Clyde Simms returned to his role as a deep-lying
central midfielder.

“I'm glad | got that first 90 minutes under my belt,” said Simms. “It was a struggle at some points of the game,
fitness wise. With an injury like this (hernia) you can only do so much until you get back on the field -- you can
run as much as you want but match fitness is completely different and it just takes more games to get it back.”
The Toronto game kicked off a daunting stretch, who face 10 games in a 31-day span. United also faces road
trips to Chicago and Dallas, as well a Champions League match in Trinidad, before they hit a stretch of five
consecutive home games from the middle of September.

“It's going to be a time where we have to dig into our roster and share the wealth so that not too many guys get
gassed,” said the United boss. “With these CONCACAF matches, you have to look at each opponent as a two-
game series. So it's not a one-game thing. You have to do what you need to do on the road and make sure you
take care of home games.”

However, United’s Champions League campaign did not get off a good start, falling 3-1 to CD Marathon of
Honduras on Tuesday in San Pedro Sula. After Walter Martinez was given a gift goal in the first half, Luciano
Emilio bravely headed home three minutes into the second half to level terms. But Jerry Palacios scored the
game-winner in the 83rd minute, then Mario Berrios converted a penalty kick on the second try after Josh
Wicks’ save of the first was nullified by encroachment into the area.

The Los Angeles Galaxy returned to their winning ways in fine fashion, going to Toyota Park and coming away with a 2-
0 victory against the Chicago Fire on Wednesday evening. The Galaxy moved right back up into second place in the
Western Conference 34 points from 22 games, five points behind MLS overall leaders Houston Dynamo.

LAST MATCH

The Galaxy had seen a six-game unbeaten streak come to an end at home against Seattle Sounders FC the
week before, while the Fire were coming off a 2-0 road win at Kansas City after their five-game unbeaten run
had come to an end.

The Galaxy took a deserved lead after 23 minutes. Jovan Kirovski burst out of midfield and laid the ball off to
Mike Magee on his left. Magee cut inside in the area and the Chicago native lashed a low shot past Jon Busch
for his sixth goal on the season.

The visitors doubled their lead nine minutes after the break. Again it was Kirovski and Magee involved with a
pair of one-touch passes, the second sending Landon Donovan to run onto a through ball all alone behind the
Chicago defense. Donovan took it into the area before cutting an angled shot from the right under Busch and
into the net for his 10th goal on the campaign, one off the league lead.

Galaxy head coach Bruce Arena made four changes to the team that lost 2-0 to Seattle Sounders FC the week
before. David Beckham and Eddie Lewis were suspended and Chris Klein and Alan Gordon went to the
substitutes’ bench, as Landon Donovan, Dema Kovalenko, Chris Birchall and Mike Magee came into the team.

The victory continued a torrid streak for the Galaxy, who now have six wins and a draw in their last eight games,
since the middle of June. The stretch began after their only consecutive losses of the season, though they won
just twice in their first 14 games.

“Our guys have played well over the last seven or eight games, it's put us right back in the thick of things.
Coming here and playing solid defensively and getting the first goal of the game was critical. | think our guys,
tactically, played a really good game,” said Arena.

After starting 10 consecutive games, Magee was starting for just the second time in the last five contests. But
he took advantage to be a part of both goals — before a crowd full of family and friends in his hometown.

"I've been on the bench for a while, so | was the fresh one," Magee said. "You know, (David) Beckham getting
ared card, they had to bring in a couple of guys, with Eddie Lewis getting a red card as well. | just felt good. |
got some pretty good opportunities and | took advantage of them."

In the Galaxy'’s first 11 games, Landon Donovan had six goals and four assists and was involved in 10 of the
Galaxy’s 13 goals to that point. Since returning from his long stretch of international duty, Donovan now has
four goals and one assist, with the Galaxy having scored nine goals since his return for the July 11 game. But
the goal against Chicago was his first without David Beckham on the field.

“Not having David on the field hurts us for sure. The guys that played tonight did a great job, we kept them from
having a shot on goal. It was a good day for us,” Donovan said.

The game was Donovan’s 200th league appearance. “I'm very proud of it. At the end of day, it doesn’'t mean a
whole lot, I'd like to have 200 more but | am proud that I've been able to stick around that long,” he said.
Donovan Ricketts is expected to be available for the match after again being forced from the field during a
game, this time after suffering a cut over the eye in the 84th minute against Chicago. Ricketts was forced to
leave after the 29th minute of LA’s 1-1 draw with the Kansas City Wizards on July 25, crashing into the
goalpost trying to keep out Claudio Lopez’s midfield shot, but he was able to start the next game.

D.C. United vs. Los Angeles Galaxy

United faces Los Angeles for the second time this
season. The first meeting between the teams was
a 2-2 draw at the Home Depot Center in United’s
season opener. United holds an all-time record of
13-15-5 against the Galaxy. Last year, the teams
split the series, with each side winning at home.

Home Sweet Home

It’'s been over a month since United played in the
friendly confines of RFK Stadium. With a perfect
home record intact (5-0-4), a match in front of
RFK fans couldn’t come soon enough for the
Black-and-Red. United is winless in League play
since the last home match back on 7/18, going
0-2-1.

Offense vs. Defense

In nine home games, United has played stingy
defense in allowing just eight goals, tied for best
in MLS. Away from home, the Los Angeles Galaxy
has scored 16 goals in 11 games, nearly double
the amount tallied at the Home Depot Center.
The 16 away goals are third-most in the League,
and the Galaxy is one of just two teams with a
winning record on the road (4-1-6).

Group B Opener

D.C. United fell in its opening match of the
CONCACAF Champions League Group Stage.
Playing at CD Marathon, United dropped a 3-1
decision to the Honduran side. It marks the third
time United has lost to Marathon in Champions
League, after two losses in last year’s
tournament.

We Win Trophies Tour

Last week, D.C. United launched the We Win
Trophies Tour. The 20-day tour will see United’s
2008 U.S. Open Cup trophy make a total of 12
stops at local bars in the days leading up to the
team’s Open Cup championship versus Seattle
Sounders FC on September 2 at RFK Stadium.

Gomito On Top

With his second goal of the night on 7/25 at San
Jose, Christian Gomez passed Raul Diaz Arce for
second-most goals in D.C. United history with a
total of 45 tallies. His six goals this year tie him
with Jaime Moreno as the second-most
productive Black-and-Red players. The Argentine

had a very fruitful month of July, scoring a goal
on 7/4, dishing out two assists on 7/18, and
scoring two goals on 7/25.

Champions League Group Stage

With a gutsy draw at El Salvador’s Estadio
Cuscatlan, United defeated L.A. Firpo in penalty
kicks to advance to the group stage of the 2009-
10 CONCACAF Champions League. The Black-
and-Red entered into Group B along with
Mexico’s Toluca, Honduras’ Marathon and
Trinidad & Tobago’s San Juan Jabloteh.

United’s Group B schedule looks like this:

Know Your Enemy

United’s second opponent in Group B of the
Champions League is Toluca, one of Mexico’s
most decorated clubs. Founded in 1917 and
playing in the First Division since 1953, Toluca
has won nine League titles, with the most recent
coming in the Apertura 2008 tournament.
Nicknamed ‘Diablos Rojos’ or Red Devils, Toluca
has also won two CONCACAF Champions Cups
(1968 and 2003). In the 1998 Champions Cup
final, United defeated Toluca 1-0 to earn the
regional crown. In the current Apertura season,
Toluca is first in their group and second overall
with a record of 3-1-0, 9 points. Striker Nestor
Calderon is tied for the League lead in goals
scored with 4.

Grueling Stretch

United is in the midst of 10 games in 31 days
across three different competitions. The added
Champions League games, as a result of
qualifying for group play, runs United's total
games on the season to 48, highest among all
MLS teams. Already playing the more games that
any other team thus far (33), the Black-and-Red
still have 15 matches left on the schedule. Fellow
Champions League competitor, Houston, follows
United with 43 total games. Seattle and Toronto
have played 38 games apiece.



Unbeaten at Home

After 21 games, United is one of only two teams
still left without a loss at home, with a record of
5-0-4 at RFK Stadium. In all competitions, United
is 10-0-5 at RFK Stadium and the Maryland
Soccerplex.

New Faces

On 8/14, United added two denfeders to its
roster, Julius James and David Habarugira. James
was acquired via trade with the Houston

Dynamo. United gave up a conditional pick in the
2012 SuperDraft for the Trinidad & Tobago
international. James will serve as a replacement
for striker Ange N’Silu, who was placed on the
Disabled List with a hamstring strain. Joining the
team last week, James made his Black-and-Red
debut on 8/15, playing 14 minutes in United’s 2-
0 loss at Toronto FC. Habarugira, a product of the
Anderlecht youth system in Belgium, impressed
Head Coach Tom Soehn during a trial earlier in
the summer, thus earning a contract offer. He
has six caps with the Burundi National Team.

Black-and-Red vs. Los Blancos

D.C. United faced world superpower Real Madrid
on 8/9 in an international friendly played at
FedExField. In front of 72,368 people, the Black-
and-Red fell to the Spanish giants 3-0. Gonzalo
Higuain scored two while Dutch international
Robben added a third goal to seal the victory for
the new “Galacticos”.

International Success

Historically, success in international competition
has always been a top priority for D.C. United.
The Black-and-Red advanced to the semifinals of
the CONCACAF Champions Cup six times (1997,
1998, 1999, 2000, 2005 and 2007), winning the
title in 1998 by virtue of a 1-0 win over C.D.
Toluca. United went on to also claim the 1998
InterAmerican Cup, winning 2-1 aggregate
against South American champions, CR Vasco da
Gama.

Emilio Breaks Scoreless Spell

Scoring two goals in a 4-3 loss against the
Dynamo on 8/1, Luciano Emilio broke United’s
scoreless spell at Houston’s Robertson Stadium.
With his seventh and eighth tallies this season,
Emilio scored the first ever goal for the Black-
and-Red at Houston and regained the top spot as
the team’s most productive forward.

Open Cup Title Defense

D.C. advanced to the championship game of the
U.S. Open Cup after defeating the Rochester
Rhinos (USL-1) 2-1 in the semifinals on 7/21.
Previously, the Black-and-Red had defeated the
Harrisburg City Islanders 2-1 in the quarterfinals,
the Ocean City Barons 2-0 in the Round-of-16,
and FC Dallas 2-0 and the New York Red Bulls 5-
3 in a pair of play-in games. Despite winning the
Open Cup last year, United still had to qualify due
to the team’s sixth-place finish in the 2008 MLS
Eastern Conference standings. United will host
the Seattle Sounders at RFK Stadium on
September 2. Since 1982-83 when the NY
Pancyprian Freedoms won back-to-back Open
Cup championships, no team has repeated titles.

United Acquires Danny Szetela

D.C. United acquired midfielder Danny Szetela on
7/15 via allocation. Szetela joins the Black-and-
Red after spending two-plus years in Spain’s La
Liga and Italy’s Serie B, and four seasons with
the Columbus Crew (2004-07). The Clifton, NJ
native has three caps with the full U.S. Men's
National Team, including playing in two World
Cup qualifiers last year. His first-ever cap came
on Oct. 17, 2007 against Switzerland, where he
recorded an assist on the game's lone goal.

Banner Year For Quaranta

Santino Quaranta has had an impressive year
with United so far, already setting a career high
assist mark after dishing out his sixth assist of
the season on 6/17. In addition, Quaranta has
added two goals to his season stats. Following
this impressive performance, the 24 year old got
his first National Team call-up since 2006.
Playing in a Gold Cup game at RFK Stadium on
7/8, Quaranta scored his first ever goal in a USA
jersey. The Baltimore native has 15 caps with the
National Team.

Ironman Namoff

After 21 games played this season Bryan Namoff
has been United’s ironman, resting only 14
minutes of D.C.’s 1,890 minutes on the pitch.
During United’s 3-1 win over Colorado on 7/18,
the defender got on the board for this first time
this season. After scoring an own goal, Namoff
redeemed himself by scoring the go-ahead goal
in the second half — a diving header that won
Goal of the Week honors. United’s right back also
has three assists this season, which is already
the second most for an entire season during his
nine-year career. Namoff collected seven assists
during his rookie season in 2001.



Atlantic Cup Winners

Following the last meeting against New York this
season — a 2-0 win on 6/4 — United claimed the
2009 Atlantic Cup. The first meeting was a 3-2
road victory for the Black-and-Red, as United
swept the series to win the trophy for this annual
rivalry. Since it began in 2002, United has won
the Atlantic Cup seven out of eight seasons.

Moreno’s Milestones

One of four players in the League who are MLS
originals (along with Jesse Marsch, Steve Ralston
and Ante Razov), Jaime Moreno continues to be
one of the most influential players in the game.
He has been racking up milestone after milestone
during the early part of 2009.

First-Ever Member of 100-100 Club

With his first assist of 2009 in United’s 1-1 draw
against the Revolution on 4/17, Jaime Moreno
became the first-ever member of the 100-100
club. With 127 goals, Moreno is the League’s all-
time leading goal scorer. His 101 assists are tied
for fourth most all-time.

Outside of Ralston and Moreno, no other active

Moreno Passes El Diablo

With his third assist of 2009 in D.C.’s 4-3 loss to
the Dynamo on 8/1, Jaime Moreno surpassed
United legend Marco Etcheverry for the most
assists in club history - 102.

300th Career Game

Jaime Moreno played his 300th career MLS game
in D.C.’s 1-1 draw with Kansas City on 5/6. He is
one of just nine players in League history to play
300+ games.

Domestic Titles Streak

Amongst its many records, D.C. United added an
impressive streak after capturing the 2008 U.S.
Open Cup. D.C. became the first team in MLS
history to win domestic titles in three straight
seasons - a Supporters’ Shield in both 2006 and
2007, and the 2008 U.S. Open Cup
championship.

International History

In its 13-year history, United has faced 48
international clubs from 17 different countries,
earning a 41-30-15 record (86 total games). In
cup competitions (CONCACAF Champions Cup,
Copa Sudamericana, FC Giants Cup, SuperLiga
and InterAmerican Cup) against international
teams, the Black-and-Red is 19-17-7 all-time.

12 Major Trophies
By winning the 2008 U.S. Open Cup, United
captured its 12th major trophy, a record for U.S.
professional soccer. The club’s ten domestic
trophies rank first in MLS.

200 AND 10 FOR 10: Galaxy captain Landon Donovan had a
memorable night in Chicago on Wednesday. The 27-year old was
playing the 200" game of his MLS career, becoming the 50"
player in MLS history to reach that milestone. Then, with the
Galaxy leading 1-0, Donovan raced onto a Mike Magee pass and
beat Jon Busch with a right-footed shot, giving LA a 2-0 win.

That goal was the 94™ of Donovan'’s career, the sixth most in MLS
history, and his 10" of the season. Donovan now has 10 goals or
more in five of his nine seasons in MLS, including four of his five
years with the Galaxy.

In addition to his 94 career goals, Donovan also has 74 assists in
his career, placing him in tenth place in league history and making
him one of three players in league history to rank in the top 10 in
both goals and assists, joining Jaime Moreno and Preki.

Donovan played 90 minutes against the Fire, marking the first time
that he had played a full 90 minutes in an MLS game, since being
diagnosed with the H1N1 virus last week. Donovan had played the
final 45 minutes of the 2-0 loss to Seattle after replacing Stefani
Miglioranzi at halftime of that game.

TWO IS THE MAGIC NUMBER: In Wednesday night's win over
Chicago, the Galaxy scored two goals in a game for the seventh
time this season. In those seven contests, the Galaxy have a
record of 4-1-2, though they are a perfect 4-0-0 in the last four
games in which they have scored at least twice.

However, the Galaxy's record shifts drastically when they allow
two or more goals, such as they did last weekend against Seattle.
That 2-0 loss was the sixth time this season that LA had allowed
two or more goals in a game. In those six games, LA is 0-4-2,
earning 2-2 draws in the season opener with D.C. United and at
Real Salt Lake on May 6.

In 2008, the Galaxy allowed a league-high 62 goals for an average
of just over two goals per game. Last year, LA allowed two or more
goals 23 times in 30 games, going 4-11-8 in those matches.

UNBEATEN AGAINST THE EAST: Saturday night's game against
D.C. United will be LA’s 11™ of the season against teams from the
Eastern Conference. In the previous 10 games, LA is unbeaten,
going 6-0-4 against the East, including 4-0-1 on the road.

The Galaxy beat Chicago, New England, New York and Toronto
FC on the road this season while earning a 1-1 draw at Kansas
City on July 25. Following the game against United, LA only has
one road game left against the East, traveling to conference
leaders Columbus on September 26.

In the first 10 games against the Eastern Conference, LA has
outscored their opponents 16-8, with Landon Donovan scoring
seven times for the Galaxy. The only time that Donovan did not
score in an away game against a team from the Eastern
Conference was the 2-1 win at Toronto on June 6, a game that he
missed while at the Confederations Cup.

TWO RETURN FROM SUSPENSION: David Beckham and Eddie
Lewis will each be available for selection in Saturday’'s game
against D.C. United after serving one-game suspensions during
the 2-0 win at Chicago. Both players were unavailable for the win
over the Fire after being sent off in the 2-0 loss to Seattle last
weekend.

RED CARD RECORDS: Eddie Lewis' red card last weekend
against Seattle was the seventh of the season issued to a Galaxy
player, tying a Galaxy record that was set in 1998. Only Seattle,
with eight red cards this year, have had more players sent off than
LA, who have seen Lewis and Gregg Berhalter each sent off twice
and Beckham, Alan Gordon and Dema Kovalenko each once.

Berhalter and Lewis are the fifth and sixth Galaxy players all-time
and the first since Kyle Martino in 2007 to be sent off twice in the
same season.

The seven red cards have come in five separate games, with LA
going 0-3-2 in those games and scoring just once in 179 minutes
when playing with 10 men or less.

Despite the seven red cards, no Galaxy player has been
suspended as a result of yellow card accumulation, with the
Galaxy's 33 yellow cards ranking 12™ out of 15 teams in MLS.

KEEPING TEAMS OFF THE BOARD: Wednesday night's 2-0
shutout of the Fire was the Galaxy’s sixth shutout of the season,
their most in a single year since 2006. However, Wednesday’s
clean sheet was the first to come away from The Home Depot
Center, with the first four coming in home games and the last one
before Wednesday, a 1-0 win over Chivas USA, coming in a gema
in which LA was the road team.

Following a clean sheet this season, LA is 3-0-2, including wins in
each of their last three attempts.

KEPT OFF THE BOARD: Last Saturday’s 2-0 loss to the
Sounders was just the third time this season that the Galaxy have
been shutout. LA also failed to score in a 0-0 draw with Chivas
USA on April 11 and a 2-0 loss to Real Salt Lake on June 13.

All three of those games have come at The Home Depot Center,
where LA was shutout just once in 2008. LA is now 1-1-1 this
season after being shutout, drawing 1-1 at San Jose on April 18
and losing there 2-1 on June 20 before beating Chicago 2-0 on
Wednesday.

BEST OF THE BEST: In the 14-year history of MLS, no other
teams have had more success than the Galaxy and D.C. United.

In their history, the four-time MLS Cup champion, United have
collected 650 points, one more than the two-time MLS Cup
champion Galaxy’s 649. United is 194-157-68 in their history, while
the Galaxy are 192-155-73.

The two teams are also the top two scoring teams in MLS history,
with D.C. scoring 712 goals compared to LA’'s 669. While they are
second in all-time goals scored, the Galaxy have allowed fewer
goals than any other MLS team that has played all 14 years of
MLS, conceding 562 goals in 420 games.

RICKETTS READY TO GO: Despite being forced to leave
Wednesday's game against the Fire with a cut above his eye,
Donovan Ricketts is expected to be able to play on Saturday.
Ricketts received ten stitches following his 83" minute clash with
Stefan Dimitrov, which forced him to exit the game two minutes
later. Josh Saunders came on in place of Ricketts and was not
called upon to make a save in his five minutes on the field.

This was the second time this season that Ricketts was forced to
leave the game early. He also exited in the first half of a 1-1 draw
at Kansas City after crashing into the goalpost and suffering a hip
pointer.
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TWO FOR KIROVSKI: Galaxy forward Jovan Kirovski played a
role in both Galaxy goals on Wednesday, assisting on both Mike
Magee and Landon Donovan'’s tallies. The assists were the first of
the season for Kirovski, who tallied two assists in a game for the
first time since a 2-0 LA win over Chivas USA on May 28, 2005.

MAGEE CLOSE TO MARKS: Galaxy forward Mike Magee is on
the verge of a pair of milestones here in his seventh MLS season.
The Galaxy forward is just three games shy of the 150" game of
his MLS career and one start away from 100 career regular
season starts. The 25-year-old joined the Galaxy in January after
spending the first five years of his career in New York. He leads
the Galaxy with six assists while also adding two goals in 17
games this season. On Wednesday night in his hometown of
Chicago, Magee tallied a goal and an assist in LA’s 2-0 win over
the Fire.

For his career, Magee now has 25 goals and 19 assists in 147
career games, including three goals and two assists in 18 career
games against United. He is now one assist away from becoming
the 49" player in MLS history with both 25 goals and 20 assists.

BIRCHALL GETS THE CALL: Midfielder Chris Birchall made his
first start of the season on Wednesday night, playing 68 minutes in
the heart of the Galaxy midfield. The 25-year old had played two
regular season games with the Galaxy, but came on as a second
half sub in each of those.

Birchall had started once for the Galaxy, playing the opening 45
minute of the 2-1 loss to Barcelona on August 1.

KOVALENKO IS BACK: After missing the Galaxy's last eight
league games, as well as the friendly against AC Milan, with a left
calf contusion, midfielder Dema Kovalenko returned to MLS action
on Wednesday night, playing the opening 45 minutes in the center
of midfield in the Galaxy's 2-0 win over Chicago. An MLS Cup
winner with D.C. United in 2004, Kovalenko played 24 minutes in
the second half against Barcelona on August 1, but had not
appeared in an MLS game since the 2-0 loss to Real Salt Lake on
June 13.

However, Kovalenko was forced to leave Wednesday night's game
at halftime with a right heel ailment and was replaced by Chris
Klein. He is listed as probable for Saturday’s game.

The 1l1-year MLS veteran played for United from 2003-05,
appearing in 77 games with 12 goals and 14 assists. He was an
All-Star in 2004, when he set a career-high with 10 assists while
also adding two goals in 25 games, helping D.C. to their fourth
MLS Cup title.

KLEIN CONTINUES STREAK: Playing on the right side of
midfield after replacing Dema Kovalenko at halftime on
Wednesday night, Galaxy midfielder Chris Klein played the final 45
minutes against the Fire to continue his MLS record consecutive
games played streak.

Klein, who is one of two Galaxy players, along with Omar
Gonzalez, to play in all 22 of the club’s regular season games this
year, has now played in an MLS record 137 consecutive games
dating back to June 2005 when he was a member of the Kansas
City Wizards. Klein last missed a game on June 4, 2005 in New
England, but went on to play the final 21 games of the year for the
Wizards that season. Prior to the start of the 2006 campaign, Klein
was traded to Real Salt Lake, with who he played in 43 games in a
year and a half before being traded to LA in June 2007.

Since joining the Galaxy, Klein has played in all 73 of the club’s
regular season games, starting 60 times while tallying two goals
and 11 assists. He has now played the fourth most games in MLS
history with 316. Klein can move into a tie with Chris Henderson
for the third most games played in MLS history if he plays against
D.C. United on Saturday.

GONZALEZ KEEPS GOING: In addition to Klein, Omar Gonzalez
has also played in all 22 Galaxy games this season. Gonzalez has
started every game for the Galaxy this season, the only player on
the team to do so, while also playing a team-high 1,952 minutes. In
that time, Gonzalez has scored one goal and collected a team-high
four yellow cards.

Gonzalez is one of two rookies in MLS, along with New England
defender Darrius Barnes, that has started every one of his team'’s
game’s this season.

Sean Franklin holds the Galaxy record for games started and
minutes played by a rookie, making 26 starts and playing 2,385
minutes last season, while Clint Mathis holds the Galaxy record for
games played by a rookie with 30 in 1998.

Against Chicago, Gonzalez once again played the full 90 minutes
in central defense, something that he has done in 21 of LA’'s 22
regular season games this year. The 20-year-old did not receive a
yellow card in that game, meaning he has now had one card
expunged from his record. That leaves Gonzalez two cautions
away from a mandatory one-game suspension.

BOWEN HEADS SOUTH: On Sunday, with the Galaxy facing two
consecutive road games in a week, the club sent first year forward
Tristan Bowen to Miami FC of the USL First Division for a week of
training. The 18-year old forward has made one regular season
appearance for the Galaxy this season, coming on late in the 2-1
loss at San Jose. He also played in the Open Cup Play-In Game
defeat to Colorado in April and the friendly win over CS Herediano
of Costa Rica in June.

The Galaxy signed Bowen in November, directly from the club’s
Youth Academy, making him the first player in MLS history to be
signed through the league’s Youth Development Initiative, which
was launched prior to the start of the 2007 season.

USING THEIR DEPTH: Since the start of the 2009 MLS season
only two players on the current Galaxy roster have not appeared in
a game, with all 26 players on the roster having been included in
the 18-man game day roster at least once. Yohance Marshall, who
missed two months earlier this season with a knee injury and the
currently injured Julian Valentin have not played in a game this
season.

Of the 24 players who have played for the Galaxy this season, only
Tristan Bowen and Leonard Griffin have not started a match.
Additionally, Bowen and Marshall each started the Galaxy’'s U.S.
Open Cup Play-In Game defeat to Colorado on April 7 and Griffin
and Valentin started the friendly against CS Herediano on June 9,
meaning that every player on the Galaxy roster has played in and
started a game for the Galaxy since the start of the 2009 MLS
season.

A NUMBER OF NEW FACES: Of the 26 players currently on the
Galaxy roster, 16 were not on the club’s roster for the 2008 MLS
regular season finale against FC Dallas. Additionally, goalkeeper
Josh Saunders, who signed with the Galaxy on a permanent basis
in March, was on the club’s roster at the end of 2008, but was on
loan from Miami FC of the USL-1.

Of the new faces on the roster, six (Todd Dunivant, Alecko
Eskandarian, Jovan Kirovski, Dema Kovalenko, Mike Magee and
Stefani Miglioranzi) played for other MLS clubs and four (A.J.
DeLaGarza, Omar Gonzalez, Yohance Marshall and Kyle
Patterson) were in college last year. Additionally, both Saunders
and Leonard Griffin played in the USL First Division, Tristan
Bowen was in the LA Galaxy Youth Academy, Gregg Berhalter
was playing for TSV 1860 Munich in Germany, Chris Birchall was
with Brighton & Hove Albion in England, Donovan Ricketts was
playing for Village United in Jamaica and Tony Sanneh did not
have a club.

The
second leading scorer in club history, including a career-best 20 in 25 games last year, Donovan spent the offseason on loan with Bayern Munich,
making seven appearances for the club in the Bundesliga and DFB Cup while scoring four times in five friendlies during the club’s winter break. The all-
time leader in goals with the U.S. National Team, the 27-year old has won the MLS Cup three times, including once with the Galaxy in 2005. 2009: Made
his 2009 debut on 3/22 vs. DC, scoring both Galaxy goals in a 2-2 draw.
